6. Upon request of any person and upon payment of a fee of two dollars, 
the director or the law enforcement agency may furnish to a requester a 
copy of that portion of an investigating officer's accident report which 
does not disclose the opinion of the reporting officer or contain any 
exempt information that may not be disclosed, if the report shows that the 
accident is one for which a driver is required to file a report under section 
39-08-09.

SECTION 3. EMERGENCY. This Act is declared to be an emergency measure."
