‘‘SEC. 2101. DEFINITIONS. 3

‘‘In this part: 4

ø‘‘(1) The term ‘high-need local educational 5

agency’ means a local educational agency—¿6
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ø‘‘(A) that serves not fewer than 10,000 1

children from families with incomes below the 2

poverty line, or for which not less than 20 per-3

cent of the children served by the agency are 4

from families with incomes below the poverty 5

line; and¿6

ø‘‘(B) that is having or expected to have 7

difficulty filling teacher vacancies or hiring new 8

teachers who are highly qualified.¿9

ø‘‘(2) The term ‘value-added longitudinal data 10

system’ means a longitudinal data system for deter-11

mining value-added student achievement gains.¿12

ø‘‘(3) The term ‘value-added student achieve-13

ment gains’ means student achievement gains deter-14

mined by means of a system that—¿15

ø‘‘(A) is sufficiently sophisticated and 16

valid—¿17

ø‘‘(i) to deal with the problem of stu-18

dents with incomplete records;¿19

ø‘‘(ii) to enable estimates to be pre-20

cise and to use all the data for all students 21

in multiple years, regardless of sparseness, 22

in order to avoid measurement error in 23

test scores (such as by using multivariate, 24

longitudinal analyses); and¿25
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ø‘‘(iii) to protect against inappro-1

priate testing practices or improprieties in 2

test administration;¿3

ø‘‘(B) includes a way to acknowledge the 4

existence of influences on student growth, such 5

as pull-out programs for support beyond stand-6

ard delivery of instruction, so that affected 7

teachers do not receive an unfair advantage; 8

and¿9

ø‘‘(C) has the capacity to assign various 10

proportions of student growth to multiple teach-11

ers when the classroom reality, such as team 12

teaching and departmentalized instruction, 13

makes such type of instruction an issue.¿14

‘‘SEC. 2102. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS. 15

‘‘øTo Be Supplied¿16

‘‘SUBPART 1—CLOSING THE TEACHER DISTRIBUTION 17

‘‘SEC. 2111. PREMIUM PAY. 19

‘‘(a) GRANTS.—The Secretary shall make grants to 20

local educational agencies to provide higher salaries to ex-21

emplary, highly qualified principals and exemplary, highly 22

qualified teachers with at least 3 years of experience, in-23

cluding teachers certified by the National Board for Pro-24

fessional Teaching Standards, if the principal or teacher 25
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agrees to serve full-time for a period of 4 consecutive 1

school years at a public high-need elementary school or 2

a public high-need secondary school. 3

‘‘(b) USE OF FUNDS.—A local educational agency 4

that receives a grant under this section may use funds 5

made available through the grant—6

‘‘(1) to provide to exemplary, highly qualified 7

principals up to $15,000 as an annual bonus for 8

each of 4 consecutive school years if the principal 9

commits to work full-time for such period in a public 10

high-need elementary school or a public high-need 11

secondary school; and 12

‘‘(2) to provide to exemplary, highly qualified 13

teachers—14

‘‘(A) up to $10,000 as an annual bonus for 15

each of 4 consecutive school years if the teacher 16

commits to work full-time for such period in a 17

public high-need elementary school or a public 18

high-need secondary school; or 19

‘‘(B) up to $12,500 as an annual bonus 20

for each of 4 consecutive school years if the 21

teacher commits to work full-time for such pe-22

riod teaching a subject for which there is a doc-23

umented shortage of teachers in a public high-24
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need elementary school or a public high-need 1

secondary school. 2

‘‘(c) TIMING OF PAYMENT.—A local educational 3

agency providing an annual bonus to a principal or teacher 4

under subsection (b) shall pay the bonus on completion 5

of the service requirement by the principal or teacher for 6

the applicable year. 7

‘‘(d) GRANT PERIOD.—The Secretary shall make 8

grants under this section in yearly installments for a total 9

period of 4 years. 10

‘‘(e) OBSERVATION, FEEDBACK, AND EVALUA-11

TION.—The Secretary may make a grant to a local edu-12

cational agency under this section only if the State in 13

which the agency is located or the agency has in place 14

or proposes a plan, developed on a collaborative basis with 15

the local teacher organization, to develop a system in 16

which principals and, if available, master teachers rate 17

teachers as exemplary. Such a system shall be—18

‘‘(1) based on strong learning gains for stu-19

dents; 20

‘‘(2) based on classroom observation and feed-21

back at least four times annually; 22

‘‘(3) conducted by multiple sources, including 23

master teachers and principals; and 24
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‘‘(4) evaluated against research-validated ru-1

brics that use planning, instructional, and learning 2

environment standards to measure teaching perform-3

ance. 4

‘‘(f) APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS.—To seek a grant 5

under this section, a local educational agency shall submit 6

an application at such time, in such manner, and con-7

taining such information as the Secretary reasonably re-8

quires. At a minimum, the application shall include the 9

following: 10

‘‘(1) A description of the agency’s proposed new 11

teacher hiring timeline, including interim goals for 12

any phase-in period. 13

‘‘(2) An assurance that the agency will—14

‘‘(A) pay matching funds for the program 15

carried out with the grant, which matching 16

funds may be derived from funds received under 17

other provisions of this title; 18

‘‘(B) commit to making the program sus-19

tainable over time; 20

‘‘(C) create incentives to bring a critical 21

mass of exemplary, highly qualified teachers to 22

each school whose teachers will receive assist-23

ance under this section; 24
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‘‘(D) improve the school’s working condi-1

tions through activities that may include but 2

are not limited to—3

‘‘(i) reducing class size; 4

‘‘(ii) ensuring availability of classroom 5

materials, textbooks, and other supplies; 6

‘‘(iii) improving or modernizing facili-7

ties; and 8

‘‘(iv) upgrading safety; and 9

‘‘(E) accelerate the timeline for hiring new 10

teachers in order to minimize the withdrawal of 11

high-quality teacher applicants and secure the 12

best new teacher talent for their hardest-to-13

staff schools. 14

‘‘(3) An assurance that, in identifying exem-15

plary teachers, the system described in paragraph 16

(1) will take into consideration—17

‘‘(A) growth of the teacher’s students on 18

any tests required by the State educational 19

agency; 20

‘‘(B) value-added student achievement 21

gains if such teacher is in a State that uses 22

value-added longitudinal data system; 23

‘‘(C) National Board for Professional 24

Teaching Standards certification; and 25
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‘‘(D) evidence of teaching skill documented 1

in performance-based assessments. 2

‘‘(g) HIRING HIGHLY QUALIFIED TEACHERS EARLY 3

AND IN A TIMELY MANNER.—4

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—In addition to the require-5

ments of subsection (f), an application under such 6

subsection shall include a description of the steps 7

the local educational agency will take to enable all 8

or a subset of the agency’s schools to hire new high-9

ly qualified teachers early and in a timely manner, 10

including—11

‘‘(A) requiring a clear and early notifica-12

tion date for retiring teachers that is no later 13

than March 15 each year; 14

‘‘(B) providing schools with their staffing 15

allocations no later than April of the preceding 16

school year; 17

‘‘(C) enabling schools to consider external 18

candidates at the same time as internal can-19

didates for available positions; 20

‘‘(D) moving up the teacher transfer pe-21

riod to April and not requiring schools to hire 22

transferring or ‘excessed’ teachers from other 23

schools without selection and consent; and 24
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‘‘(E) establishing and implementing a new 1

principal accountability framework to ensure 2

that principals with increased hiring authority 3

are improving teacher quality. 4

‘‘(2) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in 5

this subsection shall be construed to alter or other-6

wise affect the rights, remedies, and procedures af-7

forded school or district employees under Federal, 8

State, or local laws (including applicable regulations 9

or court orders) or under the terms of collective bar-10

gaining agreements, memoranda of understanding, 11

or other agreements between such employees and 12

their employers. 13

‘‘(h) PRIORITY.—In providing higher salaries to prin-14

cipals and teachers under this section, a local educational 15

agency shall give priority to principals and teachers at 16

schools identified under section ø1116¿ for school im-17

provement, corrective action, or restructuring. 18

‘‘(i) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 19

‘‘(1) The term ‘high-need’ means, with respect 20

to an elementary school or a secondary school, a 21

school that serves an eligible school attendance area 22

in which not less than 65 percent of the children are 23

from low-income families, based on the number of 24

children eligible for free and reduced priced lunches 25
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under the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch 1

Act, or in which not less than 65 percent of the chil-2

dren enrolled are from such families. 3

‘‘(2) The term ‘documented shortage of teach-4

ers’—5

‘‘(A) means a shortage of teachers docu-6

mented in the needs assessment submitted 7

under section ø2222¿ by the local educational 8

agency involved or some other official dem-9

onstration of shortage by the local educational 10

agency; and 11

‘‘(B) may include such a shortage in math-12

ematics, science, a foreign language, special 13

education, bilingual education, or reading. 14

‘‘(3) The term ‘exemplary, highly qualified prin-15

cipal’ means a principal who—16

‘‘(A) demonstrates a belief that every stu-17

dent can achieve at high levels; 18

‘‘(B) demonstrates an ability to drive sub-19

stantial gains in academic achievement for all 20

students while closing the achievement gap for 21

those farthest from meeting standards; 22

‘‘(C) uses data to drive instructional im-23

provement; 24
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‘‘(D) provides ongoing support and devel-1

opment for teachers; and 2

‘‘(E) builds a positive school community, 3

treating every student with respect and rein-4

forcing high expectations for all. 5

‘‘(4) The term ‘exemplary, highly qualified 6

teacher’ means a highly qualified teacher who is 7

rated as exemplary pursuant to a system described 8

in subsection (e). 9

‘‘SEC. 2112. CAREER LADDERS FOR TEACHERS PROGRAM. 10

‘‘(a) GRANTS.—The Secretary may make grants to 11

local educational agencies to establish and implement a 12

Career Ladders for Teachers Program in which the agen-13

cy—14

‘‘(1) augments the salary of teachers in high-15

need elementary schools and secondary schools to 16

correspond to the increasing responsibilities and 17

leadership roles assumed by the teachers as they 18

take on new professional roles (such as serving on 19

school leadership teams, serving as instructional 20

coaches, and serving in hybrid roles), including by—21

‘‘(A) providing up to $10,000 as an annual 22

augmentation to master teachers (including 23

teachers serving as master teachers as part of 24
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a state-of-the-art teacher induction program 1

under section ø2122¿); and 2

‘‘(B) providing up to $5,000 as an annual 3

augmentation to mentor teachers (including 4

teachers serving as mentor teachers as part of 5

a state-of-the-art teacher induction program 6

under section ø2122¿); 7

‘‘(2) provides up to $4,000 as an annual bonus 8

to all career teachers, master teachers, and mentor 9

teachers in high-need elementary schools and sec-10

ondary schools based on a combination of—11

‘‘(A) at least 3 classroom evaluations over 12

the course of the year; and 13

‘‘(B) the performance of the teacher’s stu-14

dents as determined by—15

‘‘(i) student growth on any test that is 16

required by the State educational agency 17

or local educational agency and is adminis-18

tered to the teacher’s students; and 19

‘‘(ii) in States or local educational 20

agencies with value-added longitudinal 21

data systems, whole-school value-added 22

student achievement gains and classroom-23

level value-added student achievement 24

gains; or 25
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‘‘(3) provides up to $4,000 as an annual bonus 1

to principals in elementary schools and secondary 2

schools based on the performance of the school’s stu-3

dents, taking into consideration whole-school value-4

added student achievement gains in States that have 5

value-added longitudinal data systems and in which 6

information on whole-school value-added student 7

achievement gains is available. 8

‘‘(b) DEMONSTRATED LEVEL OF PROFICIENCY.—9

‘‘(1) REQUIREMENT.—A local educational agen-10

cy may not use a grant to augment a teacher’s sal-11

ary through a performance bonus under subsection 12

(a)(2) unless the teacher demonstrates an increased 13

level of proficiency as demonstrated through—14

‘‘(A) in States without value-added longitu-15

dinal data systems, multiple annual evaluations 16

described in paragraph (2); and 17

‘‘(B) in States with value-added longitu-18

dinal data systems, value-added student 19

achievement gains. 20

‘‘(2) EVALUATIONS.—An evaluation described 21

in this paragraph shall—22

‘‘(A) be conducted by multiple evaluators, 23

including master teachers and the principal; 24
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‘‘(B) be based on classroom observation at 1

least 3 times annually; and 2

‘‘(C) be evaluated against research-vali-3

dated benchmarks that use planning, instruc-4

tional, and learning environment standards to 5

measure teacher performance. 6

‘‘(c) ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENT.—A local edu-7

cational agency may not use any funds under this section 8

to establish or implement a Career Ladders for Teachers 9

Program unless—10

‘‘(1) the percentage of teachers required by pre-11

vailing union rules votes affirmatively to adopt the 12

program; or 13

‘‘(2) in States that do not recognize collective 14

bargaining between local educational agencies and 15

teacher organizations, at least 75 percent of the 16

teachers in the local educational agency must vote 17

affirmatively to adopt the program. 18

‘‘(d) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 19

‘‘(1) The term ‘career teacher’ means a teacher 20

who has a bachelor’s degree and full credentials or 21

alternative certification including a passing level on 22

elementary or secondary subject matter assessments 23

and professional knowledge assessments. 24
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‘‘(2) The term ‘mentor teacher’ means a teach-1

er who—2

‘‘(A) has a bachelor’s degree and full cre-3

dentials or alternative certification including a 4

passing level on any applicable elementary or 5

secondary subject matter assessments and pro-6

fessional knowledge assessments; 7

‘‘(B) has a portfolio and a classroom dem-8

onstration showing instructional excellence; 9

‘‘(C) has an ability, as demonstrated by 10

student data, to increase student achievement 11

through utilizing specific instructional strate-12

gies; 13

‘‘(D) has a minimum of 3 years of teach-14

ing experience; 15

‘‘(E) is recommended by the principal and 16

other current master and mentor teachers; 17

‘‘(F) is an excellent instructor and commu-18

nicator with an understanding of how to facili-19

tate growth in the teachers they are mentoring; 20

and 21

‘‘(G) performs well as a mentor in estab-22

lished induction and peer review and mentoring 23

programs. 24
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‘‘(3) The term ‘master teacher’ means a teacher 1

who—2

‘‘(A) holds a master’s degree in the rel-3

evant academic discipline; 4

‘‘(B) has at least 5 years of successful 5

teaching experience, as measured by perform-6

ance evaluations, a portfolio of work, or Na-7

tional Board for Professional Teaching Stand-8

ards certification; 9

‘‘(C) demonstrates expertise in content, 10

curriculum development, student learning, test 11

analysis, mentoring, and professional develop-12

ment, as demonstrated by an advanced degree, 13

advanced training, career experience, or Na-14

tional Board for Professional Teaching Stand-15

ards certification; 16

‘‘(D) presents student data that illustrates 17

the teacher’s ability to increase student achieve-18

ment through utilizing specific instructional 19

interventions; 20

‘‘(E) has instructional expertise dem-21

onstrated through model teaching, team teach-22

ing, video presentations, student achievement 23

gains, or National Board for Professional 24

Teaching Standards certification; 25
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‘‘(F) may hold a valid National Board for 1

Professional Teaching Standards certificate, 2

may have passed another rigorous standard, or 3

may have been selected as a school, district, or 4

State teacher of the year; and 5

‘‘(G) is currently participating, or has pre-6

viously participated, in a professional develop-7

ment program that supports classroom teachers 8

as mentors. 9

‘‘(4) The term ‘high-need’, with respect to an 10

elementary school or a secondary school, has the 11

meaning given to that term in section 2111. 12

‘‘SEC. 2113. TEACHER RESIDENCY PROGRAM GRANTS. 13

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—From funds reserved under sec-14

tion ø2102(b)(2)(C)¿, the Secretary shall make grants on 15

a competitive basis to high-need local educational agencies 16

to assist such agencies to establish and support teacher 17

residency programs. Such agencies are encouraged to work 18

with non-profit community-based organizations that have 19

experience in teacher residency programs. 20

‘‘(b) TEACHER RESIDENCY PROGRAMS.—21

‘‘(1) DEFINITION.—For purposes of this sec-22

tion, the term ‘teacher residency program’ means a 23

school-based teacher preparation program in which a 24

prospective teacher—25
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‘‘(A) teaches alongside a teacher of record 1

(who is designated as the mentor teacher) for 2

at least 1 academic year; 3

‘‘(B) receives coursework in the teaching of 4

the content area in which the teacher will be-5

come certified to teach; 6

‘‘(C) receives instruction in planning, con-7

tent, pedagogy, student learning, assessment, 8

management of the classroom environment, and 9

professional responsibilities, including inter-10

action with families and colleagues and use of 11

assessment data to modify and improve instruc-12

tion; 13

‘‘(D) attains full State certification to 14

teach prior to completion of the program; and 15

‘‘(E) receives a midpoint review. 16

‘‘(2) DESIGN.—To receive assistance under this 17

section, a teacher residency program shall include 18

the following characteristics: 19

‘‘(A) Pedagogy and classroom practice 20

shall be integrated by—21

ø‘‘(i) partnering with institutions of 22

higher education to ensure residents en-23

gage in rigorous coursework while under-24
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taking a guided teaching apprenticeship; 1

and¿2

‘‘(ii) using lessons learned from the 3

residency program to inform teacher train-4

ing at the institution of higher education. 5

‘‘(B) Residents shall teach alongside an ex-6

perienced mentor teacher (who may receive ad-7

ditional compensation for participating in the 8

program), so that classroom clinical practice is 9

tightly aligned with coursework. 10

‘‘(C) Programs shall appoint expereienced 11

mentor teachers who shall—12

‘‘(i) serve as—13

‘‘(I) teacher leaders; 14

‘‘(II) mentors for residents; and 15

‘‘(III) teacher coaches during the 16

induction of novice teachers; and 17

‘‘(ii) perform additional responsibil-18

ities that shall include establishing within 19

the program a learning community in 20

which all individuals are expected to con-21

tinually improve their capacity to advance 22

student learning. 23
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‘‘(D) The criteria shall be established by 1

the director of the program for the selection of 2

experienced mentor teachers that—3

‘‘(i) shall be based on measures of 4

the best available research on early 9

childhood pedagogy and child develop-10

ment and learning domains; 11

‘‘(VI) how the project will train 12

early childhood educators to meet the 13

diverse educational needs of children 14

in the community, including children 15

who have limited English proficiency, 16

children with disabilities, or children 17

with other special needs; and 18

‘‘(VII) how the project will train 19

early childhood educators in identi-20

fying and preventing behavioral prob-21

lems in children or working with chil-22

dren identified as or suspected to be 23

victims of abuse; 24

‘‘(v) a description of—25
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‘‘(I) the specific objectives that 1

the partnership will seek to attain 2

through the project, and the methods 3

that the partnership will use to meas-4

ure progress toward attainment of 5

those objectives; and 6

‘‘(II) how the objectives and the 7

measurement methods align with the 8

achievement indicators established by 9

the Secretary under paragraph (6)(A); 10

‘‘(vi) a description of the partnership’s 11

plan for continuing the activities carried 12

out under the project after Federal fund-13

ing ceases; 14

‘‘(vii) an assurance that, where appli-15

cable, the project will provide appropriate 16

professional development to volunteers 17

working directly with young children, as 18

well as to paid staff; and 19

‘‘(viii) an assurance that, in devel-20

oping the application and in carrying out 21

the project, the partnership has consulted 22

with, and will consult with, relevant agen-23

cies, early childhood educator organiza-24
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tions, and early childhood providers that 1

are not members of the partnership. 2

‘‘(4) SELECTION OF GRANT RECIPIENTS.—3

‘‘(A) CRITERIA.—The Secretary shall se-4

lect partnerships to receive grants under this 5

subsection on the basis of the degree to which 6

the communities proposed to be served require 7

assistance and the quality of the applications 8

submitted under paragraph (3). 9

‘‘(B) GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION.—In se-10

lecting partnerships to receive grants under this 11

subsection, the Secretary shall seek to ensure 12

that communities in different regions of the Na-13

tion, as well as both urban and rural commu-14

nities, are served.

gible members of the Armed Forces to participate in 7

the Program shall be made on the basis of applica-8

tions submitted to the Secretary within the time pe-9

riods specified in paragraph (2). An application shall 10

be in such form and contain such information as the 11

Secretary may require.

bursement exceptions that may be prescribed by the 10

‘‘(c) STIPEND FOR PARTICIPANTS.—12

‘‘(1) STIPEND AUTHORIZED.—Subject to para-13

graph (2), the Secretary may pay to a participant in 14

the Program selected under section ø2503¿ a sti-15

pend in an amount of not more than $5,000. 16

‘‘(2) LIMITATION.—The total number of sti-17

pends that may be paid under paragraph (1) in any 18

fiscal year may not exceed 5,000.

‘‘(f) REIMBURSEMENT UNDER CERTAIN CIR-4

CUMSTANCES.—5

‘‘(1) REIMBURSEMENT REQUIRED.—A partici-6

pant in the Program who is paid a stipend or bonus 7

under this section shall be required to repay the sti-8

pend or bonus under the following circumstances: 9

to develop, implement, and demonstrate teacher certifi-24

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scribed in section 2503(a)(1)(B) for the purpose of assist-1

ing such members to consider and prepare for a career 2

as a highly qualified elementary school teacher, secondary 3

school teacher, or career or technical teacher upon retire-4

ment from the Armed Forces.

‘‘(1) To improve student academic achievement 11

on State academic standards through the use of pro-12

fessional development, research-based and innovative 13

systemic school reforms, data, and other technology 14

uses and applications. 15

‘‘(2) To improve teacher professional develop-16

ment to ensure every teacher and administrator is 17

technologically literate, including possessing the 18

knowledge and skills to use technology across the 19

curriculum, to use technology and curriculum rede-20

sign as key components of changing teaching and 21

learning and improving student achievement, to use 22

technology for data analysis to enable individualized 23

instruction, and to use technology to improve stu-24

dent technology literacy. 25
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‘‘(3) To ensure that every student is techno-1

logically literate by øgraduation¿, regardless of the 2

student’s race, ethnicity, gender, family income, geo-3

graphic location, or disability. 4

‘‘(4) To improve student engagement, oppor-5

tunity, attendance, graduation rates, and technology 6

access through enhanced or redesigned curriculum 7

or instruction. 8

‘‘SEC. 2602. DEFINITION. 9

‘‘(ii) to promote the effective use of 7

materials developed under subparagraphs 8

(B) and (C) among parents, teachers, 9

Head Start providers, Even Start pro-10

viders, Early Reading First and Reading 11

First program providers, Reading is Fun-12

damental program providers, providers of 13

family literacy services, child care pro-14

viders, early childhood development per-15

sonnel, elementary school teachers, public 16

libraries, and after-school program per-17

sonnel caring for preschool and elementary 18

school children. 19

‘‘(2) AVAILABILITY.—In awarding grants, con-20

tracts, or cooperative agreements under this section, 21

and make such programming widely available to 22

Grant Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 9858 et seq.), re-8

garding the availability and utilization of mate-9

(E) of paragraph (1) to enhance parent and 11

child care provider skills in early childhood de-12

velopment and education.

‘‘(b) APPLICATIONS.—To be eligible to receive a 14

grant, contract, or cooperative agreement under sub-15

section (a), an entity shall submit to the Secretary an ap-16

plication at such time, in such manner, and containing 17

such information as the Secretary may reasonably require.

‘‘(2) REPORT TO CONGRESS.—The Secretary 5

shall prepare and submit to the relevant committees 6

of the Congress a biannual report that includes the 7

following: 8

‘‘(A) A summary of the activities assisted 9

under subsection (a). 10

‘‘(B) A description of the education and 11

training materials made available under sub-12

paragraphs (B) and (E) of subsection (a)(1), 13

the manner in which outreach has been con-14

ducted to inform parents and child care pro-15

viders of the availability of such materials, and 16

the manner in which such materials have been 17

distributed in accordance with such subsection. 18

‘‘(d) ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS.—An entity that re-19

ceives a grant, contract, or cooperative agreement under 20

this section may use up to 5 percent of the amount re-21

ceived under the grant, contract, or agreement for the nor-22

mal and customary expenses of administering the grant, 23

contract, or agreement. 24

‘‘(e) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—25

appropriated to carry out this section $40,000,000 2

for fiscal year 2008, and such sums as may be nec-3

essary for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years.

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—No funds made available under 13

this part to a local educational agency for an elementary 14

school or secondary school that does not receive services 15

at discount rates under section ø264(h)(5)¿ of the Com-16

munications Act of 1934 (47 U.S.C. 254(h)(5)) may be 17

used to purchase computers used to access the Internet, 18

or to pay for direct costs associated with accessing the 19

Internet, for such school unless the school, school board, 20

local educational agency, or other authority with responsi-21

bility for administration of such school both—22

‘‘(1)(A) has in place a policy of Internet safety 23

for minors that includes the operation of a tech-24

nology protection measure with respect to any of its 25
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computers with Internet access that protects against 1

access through such computers to visual depictions 2

that are—3

‘‘(i) obscene; 4

‘‘(ii) child pornography; or 5

‘‘(iii) harmful to minors; and 6

‘‘(B) is enforcing the operation of such tech-7

nology protection measure during any use of such 8

computers by minors; and 9

‘‘(2)(A) has in place a policy of Internet safety 10

that includes the operation of a technology protec-11

tion measure with respect to any of its computers 12

with Internet access that protects against access 13

through such computers to visual depictions that 14

‘‘(B) is enforcing the operation of such tech-18

nology protection measure during any use of such 19

computers. 20

‘‘(b) TIMING AND APPLICABILITY OF IMPLEMENTA-21

cy with responsibility for a school covered by sub-24

section (a) shall certify the compliance of such 25
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school with the requirements of subsection (a) as 1

part of the application process for each program 2

funding year. 3

‘‘(A) SCHOOLS WITH INTERNET SAFETY 5

POLICIES AND TECHNOLOGY PROTECTION 6

MEASURES IN PLACE.—A local educational 7

agency with responsibility for a school covered 8

by subsection (a) that has in place an Internet 9

safety policy meeting the requirements of sub-10

section (a) shall certify its compliance with sub-11

section (a) during each annual program applica-12

tion cycle under this Act.

‘‘(4) MINOR.—The term ‘minor’ means an indi-5

vidual who has not attained the age of 17. 6

‘‘(5) CHILD PORNOGRAPHY.—The term ‘child 7

pornography’ has the meaning given that term in 8

section 2256 of title 18, United States Code. 9

‘‘(6) HARMFUL TO MINORS.—The term ‘harm-10

ful to minors’ means any picture, image, graphic 11

image file, or other visual depiction that—12

‘‘(A) taken as a whole and with respect to 13

minors, appeals to a prurient interest in nudity, 14

sex, or excretion; 15

‘‘(B) depicts, describes, or represents, in a 16

patently offensive way with respect to what is 17

suitable for minors, an actual or simulated sex-18

ual act or sexual contact, actual or simulated 19

normal or perverted sexual acts, or a lewd exhi-20

bition of the genitals; and 21

‘‘(C) taken as a whole, lacks serious lit-22

erary, artistic, political, or scientific value as to 23

minors. 24
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‘‘(7) OBSCENE.—The term ‘obscene’ has the 1

meaning applicable to that term under section 1460 2

of title 18, United States Code. 3

‘‘(8) SEXUAL ACT AND SEXUAL CONTACT.—The 4

terms ‘sexual act’ and ‘sexual contact’ have the 5

meanings given those terms in section 2246 of title 6

18, United States Code. 7

‘‘(f) SEVERABILITY.—If any provision of this section 8

is held invalid, the remainder of this section shall not be 9

affected thereby. 10

‘‘PART G—JOHN GLENN ACADEMIES 11

‘‘SEC. 2701. STATEMENT OF PURPOSE. 12

‘‘The purpose of this part is to establish 15 John 13

Glenn Academies, 1 in each of the 10 Federal regions des-14

ignated by the Secretary of Education, with 5 more strate-15

gically located, as determined by the Secretary, to facili-16

tate summer workshops for STEM education teachers and 17

to provide intensive, year-long fellowships for 3,000 indi-18

viduals to prepare them to meet State certification re-19

quirements for STEM education in grades 7 through 12. 20

The number of academies established each year is based 21

on amount of funds appropriated for this section. 22
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‘‘SEC. 2702. DEFINITION. 1

‘‘For purposes of this part, the term ‘STEM edu-2

cation’ means science, technology, engineering, and math-3

ematics education. 4

‘‘SEC. 2703. PROGRAM AUTHORIZED. 5

‘‘The Secretary, in cooperation with the Director of 6

the National Science Foundation, shall provide assistance 7

for the creation and support of regional centers for the 8

improvement of teaching in STEM education (hereinafter 9

in this title referred to as ‘John Glenn Academies’). 10

‘‘SEC. 2704. ESTABLISHMENT AND SELECTION. 11

‘‘(a) ADVISORY BOARD.—12

‘‘(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—A John Glenn Acad-13

emies Advisory Board shall be established to work in 14

concert with the Secretary of Education and the Di-15

rector of NSF (who both shall also sit on the Advi-16

sory Board) on the establishment and oversight of 17

the John Glenn Academies and its functions. 18

‘‘(2) MEMBERS OF THE ADVISORY BOARD.—19

The Advisory Board shall include, at a minimum, 20

the following: 21

‘‘(A) The Secretary of Education. 22

‘‘(B) The Director of the National Science 23

Foundation. 24

‘‘(C) Two or more members from business 25

or industry. 26
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‘‘(D) Two or more members from the 1

teaching professional societies of the STEM 2

fields 3

‘‘(E) Two or more STEM teachers who are 4

established in the field and have at least 10 5

years teaching experience. 6

‘‘(F) Two or more members from the 7

Schools of Education with established expertise 8

in the preparation of STEM teachers. 9

‘‘(3) DUTIES.—Duties of the Board shall in-10

clude—11

‘‘(A) review of applications for the estab-12

lishment of a Glenn Academy; 13

‘‘(B) oversight of Glenn Academies, includ-14

ing participating in the grant renewal process; 15

‘‘(C) coordination and collaboration with 16

Federal agencies, professional societies, aca-17

demia, industry, and other key stakeholders in 18

STEM educations, STEM professions, and in 19

teacher preparation to augment and continually 20

improve athe Glenn Academy program and the 21

Glenn Academy Summer Workshops for STEM 22

teachers’ professional development; 23

‘‘(D) other duties developed as the Board, 24

with the concurrence of the Secretary of Edu-25
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cation and the Director of the National Science 1

Foundation; and 2

‘‘(E) when possible, coordination and col-3

laboration with the State’s øP–16 Councils¿. 4

‘‘(4) TERMS OF SERVICE.—Each Board mem-5

ber, with the exception of Secretary of Education 6

and the Director of the National Science Foundation 7

shall serve a term of 3 years, with the first rotation 8

beginning with 1 member of the groups described in 9

paragraph (1) leaving after 2 years, with the next 10

rotation the following year (fulfilling the 3 year com-11

mitment fully). 12

‘‘(5) PAYMENT.— Member of the Board can 13

only receive reimbursement for travel costs incurred 14

while attending Advisory Board events. 15

‘‘(b) PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION.—16

‘‘(1) PROPOSED RULES.—The Secretary, after 17

consultation with the Director of the National 18

Science Foundation and the Advisory Board, shall 19

publish in the Federal Register, not later than 90 20

days after the date of the enactment of this Act, 21

proposed rules for the program to establish John 22

Glenn Academies, including—23
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‘‘(A) a description of the program, includ-1

ing the summer workshops and John Glenn 2

Academy Fellowships; 3

‘‘(B) the procedure to be followed by appli-4

cants; and 5

‘‘(C) the criteria for determining qualified 6

applicants. 7

‘‘(2) FINAL RULES.—The Secretary shall pub-8

lish final rules in the Federal Register for the pro-9

gram under this part after the expiration of a 30-10

day comment period on such proposed rules. 11

‘‘(c) SELECTION.—12

‘‘(1) APPLICATIONS REQUIRED.—13

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Any undergraduate 14

institution of higher education, consortia of 15

such institutions, nonprofit organizations, or 16

groups thereof may submit an application to re-17

ceive funding to establish a John Glenn Acad-18

emy under this part in accordance with the pro-19

cedures established by the Secretary, in con-20

sultation with the Director of the National 21

Science Foundation. 22

‘‘(B) ASSURANCES.—23

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—In order to receive 24

funding under this part, an applicant shall 25
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provide adequate assurances that it will 1

contribute not less than the following per-2

centages of the proposed Academy’s capital 3

and annual operating and maintenance 4

costs: 5

‘‘(I) 20 percent the first year. 6

‘‘(II) 30 percent the second year. 7

‘‘(III) 40 percent the third year. 8

‘‘(IV) 50 percent in any subse-9

quent year. 10

‘‘(ii) SOURCES.—Required contribu-11

tions under clause (i) may be derived from 12

State or local funds or private contribu-13

tions, including in-kind contributions, fair-14

ly determined. 15

‘‘(2) SELECTION.—The Secretary, in conjunc-16

tion with the Director of the National Science Foun-17

dation, shall subject each application to competitive, 18

merit review. In making a decision regarding wheth-19

er to approve such application and provide funding 20

under this part, the Secretary shall consider, at a 21

minimum—22

‘‘(A) the merits of the application, particu-23

larly those portions of the application regarding 24
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the ability to adapt teacher training in STEM 1

education to the needs of particular regions; 2

‘‘(B) the quality of service to be provided; 3

‘‘(C) the makeup of the groups or institu-4

tions, which may include a business, applying 5

for such funding; and 6

‘‘(D) the percentage of funding and 7

amount of in-kind commitment from other 8

sources.

‘‘(3) EVALUATION.—Each John Glenn Academy 10

which receives financial assistance under this part 11

shall be evaluated during its third year of operation 12

by an evaluation panel appointed by the Secretary 13

that includes at least 3 members of the Advisory 14

Board. Each evaluation panel shall measure each 15

Academy’s performance against the objectives speci-16

fied in this section. The panel shall recommend to 17

the Secretary whether funding should be renewed 18

based on such evaluation. 19

‘‘SEC. 2705. FUNCTIONS OF ACADEMIES. 20

‘‘(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—John Glenn Academies may 21

be developed by an institution of higher education in ac-22

cordance with this part, and shall be comprised of a con-23

sortium of at least 1 institution of higher education, 1 24

community college, neighboring school districts, business 25
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partners, and may include the participation of nonprofit 1

entities, organizations, or groups thereof. 2

‘‘(b) OBJECTIVES OF ACADEMIES.—The objective of 3

the John Glenn Academies is to enhance the teaching of 4

STEM education through through the activities described 5

in subsection (c). 6

‘‘(c) ACTIVITIES OF ACADEMIES.—The activities of 7

the John Glenn Academies shall include the following: 8

‘‘(1) DISSEMINATION OF INFORMATION.—The 9

John Glenn Academies shall disseminate information 10

to State educational agenciess, local educational 11

agencies, school administrators, school boards, 12

Schools of Education, and STEM education teach-13

ers, including through the Internet and emerging 14

technologies, information on—15

‘‘(A) professional development opportuni-16

ties for STEM education teachers; 17

‘‘(B) the skill set required for high-wage, 18

highly skilled highly technical jobs gathered 19

from business, industries, and other sources, to 20

inform teaching methods and practices to pre-21

pare students to be prepared to acquire these 22

positions; 23

‘‘(C) internships and summer positions in 24

industry, business, institutions of higher edu-25
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cation, the national laboratories for STEM edu-1

cation teachers to learn the practice and proc-2

ess of a particular STEM education discipline; 3

‘‘(D) the process of becoming National 4

Board Certified; 5

‘‘(E) programs which provide instruction 6

on teaching methods for underrepresented mi-7

norities, children with disabilities, and those 8

with special learning needs, including gifted and 9

talented students; 10

‘‘(F) mentor programs, including those to 11

train STEM education teachers to serve as 12

mentors to pre-service teachers and those teach-13

ers in their first five years of their career; 14

‘‘(G) successful and proven professional de-15

velopment opportunities for teachers, curricular 16

materials, and other activities to encourage 17

teacher interest and involvement in professional 18

development; and 19

‘‘(H) other information as determined by 20

the administrators of the individual Glenn 21

Academies or the Advisory Board. 22

‘‘(2) TRAINING.—The ongoing training of 23

STEM education teachers in elementary and sec-24

ondary schools. 25
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‘‘(3) WORKSHOPS.—Summer workshops as de-1

scribed in subpart 1. 2

‘‘(4) ADDITIONAL TRAINING.—The training of 3

John Glenn fellows as described in subpart 2. 4

‘‘(5) SUPPORT SERVICES.—Support services to 5

teachers, administrators, and school board members 6

as agreed upon by John Glenn Academies represent-7

atives and local school authorities. 8

‘‘(6) SKILL STANDARDS.—The advising of 9

teachers, administrators, and school board members 10

on current skill standards employed by private in-11

dustry. 12

‘‘SUBPART 1—JOHN GLENN ACADEMY SUMMER 13

WORKSHOPS 14

‘‘SEC. 2711. PROGRAM AUTHORIZED. 15

‘‘From amounts made available to carry out this sub-16

part, the Secretary is authorized to make grants to the 17

15 John Glenn Academies for summer workshops de-18

scribed in section ø2712.¿19

‘‘SEC. 2712. ALLOWABLE ACTIVITIES. 20

‘‘Each recipient of funds under section ø2711¿ shall 21

use the funds for the following: 22

‘‘(1) The establishment and operation of mathe-23

matics and science summer workshops within the 24

John Glenn Academies that provide professional de-25
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velopment to elementary and secondary school teach-1

ers. Such workshops shall be content-based, based 2

on school year curricula, innovative teaching meth-3

ods, including those based on the most recent re-4

search into cognitive development, and focus only 5

secondarily on pedagogy. 6

‘‘(2) To provide teachers with travel expense re-7

imbursement, a stipend, or classroom materials re-8

lated to attending such a workshop. 9

‘‘(3) The establishment of a mechanism to pro-10

vide supplemental assistance and followup training 11

during the school year for summer workshop grad-12

uates, including establishing a network of learning 13

communities amongst STEM education teachers to 14

further their professional development through inter-15

acting with other teachers.

tered, experiment-oriented, content-based, and 21

grounded in current research; 22

‘‘(2) shall be conducted during a period of a 23

minimum of 2 weeks; 24

students and faculty; and 2

‘‘SEC. 2721. PROGRAM AUTHORIZED. 3

‘‘From amounts made available to carry out this sub-4

part, the Secretary is authorized to make grants to the 5

15 John Glenn Academies for a fellowship program de-6

signed to train 3,000 mid-career professionals in the effec-7

tive teaching of mathematics or science in grades 7 8

through 12 of public elementary and secondary schools. 9

‘‘SEC. 2722. ALLOWABLE ACTIVITIES. 10

‘‘Each recipient of funds under section ø2721¿ shall 11

use the funds for the following: 12

‘‘(1) The establishment and operation of an in-13

tensive, year-long fellowship program in mathematics 14

or science within the John Glenn Academies that 15

provide training and development to become mathe-16

matics or science teachers in grades 7 through 12 of 17

public elementary and secondary schools.
