Are You a Women-Owned  
Business? 

 
Women-owned small businesses 
("WOSBs") are reported to be the fast-
est growing segment of this country's 
business community. Unfortunately, 
WOSBs have not seen a proportionate 
increase in the number of federal con-
tracting dollars sent their way. In fact, 
the federal government has repeatedly 
failed to meet its own women-owned 
small business contracting goal (which 
was set at 5% under Section 7106 of 
the Federal Acquisition Streamlining 
Act). 

In each issue we encourage you to contact us if you feel your business has 
been treated unfairly by DHS.  A Service Disabled Veteran Owned Business 
(SDVOB) contacted us about some potentially unfair modifications to the 
PACTS solicitation.  We contacted the Department and received a letter inter-
preting this confusing solicitation.

COMMENTS SOUGHT FOR E-VERIFY 
 
On June 9, 2008, the Department of Homeland Security designated E-Verify, 
operated by U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services in partnership with 
the Social Security Administration, as the electronic employment eligibility 
verification system that all federal contractors must use as required by Ex-
ecutive Order 12989, as amended. E-Verify is a free Internet-based system 
that allows enrolled employers to confirm the legal status of new hires within 
seconds. 
 
According to the Department, E-Verify is the system of choice to ensure that 
the federal government only does business with companies that agree to 
verify the legality of their new hires and further, that the specific employees 
tapped to perform contract services in the United States for the federal gov-
ernment are authorized to work in this country. Federal departments and 
agencies within the executive branch are already enrolling with E-Verify to 
check the status of all new hires within the federal workforce.  
 
Currently, public comment is being solicited on the proposed changes to 
these regulations. The deadline to submit comments is August 11, 2008.   
 
ELECTRONIC SUBMISSION: In order to submit comments via the Federal 
eRulemaking portal, please input ‘‘FAR Case 2007–013’’ under the heading 
‘‘Comment or Submission’’.  Select the link ‘‘Send a Comment or Submis-
sion’’ that corresponds with FAR Case 2007–013.

Are You a Minority-Owned  
Start-Up Firm? 

The Minority Business Development Agency funds 
Business Development Centers around the country to 
assist with the start-up, expansion and development of 
minority-owned firms. Minority Business Enterprise 
Centers (MBECs), Native American Busi-
ness Enterprise Centers (NABECs), and Business Re-
source Centers (BRCs) provide individualized manage-
ment and technical assistance to minority entrepre-
neurs at every stage of business development. Minority 
Business Opportunity Committees (MBOCs) coordinate 
Federal, state and local business resources. They are 
designed to identify business opportunities and lever-
age existing programs to increase market access for 
minority-owned firms.  For a center near you, please go 
to www.mbda.gov.  

Did you know that every federal agency with contracting authority is required by the Small Business Act to es-
tablish an Office of Small Disadvantaged Business Utilization (OSDBU)? 
 
The OSDBU is required to advocate, assist, and facilitate small business participation in agency prime and 
subcontracting opportunities.  The Department of Homeland Security's OSDBU is responsible for ensuring that 
small businesses are treated fairly and that they have the opportunity to compete and be selected for a fair 
amount of DHS' prime and subcontracting opportunities.  The OSDBU serves as the focal point for small busi-
ness acquisition matters and works closely with all DHS components to implement the program.  The OSDBU 
strives to create an environment in which small businesses have a meaningful opportunity to obtain DHS 
prime and subcontracts.  Also, the OSDBU at DHS has small business specialists within the DHS components 
who are available to provide advice to small business owners about procurement opportunities.  
 
The OSDBU also assists in coordinating monthly vendor outreach sessions. Vendor Outreach Sessions are a 
series of pre-arranged 15-minute appointments with Small Business Specialists from various components of 
the Homeland Security procurement offices. These sessions provide the small business community an oppor-
tunity to discuss their capabilities and learn of potential procurement opportunities.  For more information 
about OSDBU or other small business assistance visit http://www.dhs.gov/xopnbiz/smallbusiness. 

Should the Mentor-Protégé Program  
Be Expanded? 

 
On June 10, 2008 the General Services Administration 
(GSA) published a proposal to establish a GSA Mentor-
Protégé Program in the Federal Register . The program 
"is designed to encourage GSA prime contractors to 
assist small businesses, small disadvantaged busi-
nesses, women-owned small businesses, veteran-
owned small businesses, service-disabled veteran-
owned small businesses, and HUBZone small busi-
nesses in enhancing their capabilities to perform GSA 
contracts and subcontracts, foster the establishment of 
long-term business relationships between these small 
business entities and GSA prime contractors, and in-
crease the overall number of small business entities 
that receive GSA contract and subcontract awards."
