The so-called "level playing field" is once again 
tilted toward contractors.  More shadow government.

--companies go out of business 
--mergers 
--downsizings 
--get bought out, even by foreign companies (Chrysler-Daimler, which has DOD 
contracts.  This is an obvious national security issue.) 
--strikes 
--employee loyalty no longer exists 
--greed is the motivation, not patriotism 
--employees work first and foremost for their companies, not the country 
--the average employee turnover rate is 5 years, less in other areas 
--ad infinitum
