NCUA EEO Complaint Process for Job Applicants

If you are an applicant for employment with NCUA and you feel you have
been discriminated against because of your age (40 years and over), color,
race, religion, sex (including sexual harassment), national origin, disability
(mental or physical), or in reprisal for prior participation in the EEO
process, and you want to file a discrimination complaint, you must contact
NCUA'’s Equal Opportunity Programs Office within 45 days of the alleged
discriminatory event.
