Final Data Release September 27, 2007

The American Community Survey (ACS) is a new nationwide survey designed to provide communities a
fresh look at how they are changing. It is a critical element in the Census Bureau’s reengineered 2010
census plan. The ACS collects information such as age, race, income, commute time to work, home
value, veteran status, and other important data from U.S. households. As with the official decennial
census, information about individuals will remain confidential.

Data users can access this detailed demographic and housing data annually instead of waiting 10 years for
decennial census data, helping them make more accurate, timely and informed decisions.

The ACS began in 1996 and has expanded each subsequent year. The full implementation began in
January 2005, and the 2005 and 2006 ACS data are available for geographic areas with a population of
65,000 or more. In 2008, data will be available for all areas of 20,000 or more, as a three-year period
estimate (2005-2007). For small areas less than 20,000, it will take 5 years to accumulate a large enough
sample to provide estimates with accuracy similar to the decennial census. Beginning in 2010, and every
year thereafter, the nation will have this five-year period estimate available, a resource that shows change
over time, even for neighborhoods and rural areas.

The Puerto Rico Community Survey (PRCS) is the equivalent of the American Community Survey for
Puerto Rico. PRCS data are released in both English and Spanish. For the English release, PRCS and
ACS data are presented together as the American Community Survey data set.

Data Profiles allow users to view detailed social, economic, housing and demographic information about
a particular geography. As viewed in the illustration above, there are five types; the first four roughly
correspond to the Demographic Profile from the decennial census. The fifth type of profile, the Narrative
Profile, is a product unique to the American Community Survey. The ordering of the first four profiles
was changed for 2006, moving the Demographic and Housing Estimates to the fourth position. The order
of the Data Profiles for 2006 is: Social (the default), Economic, Housing, and Demographic and Housing
Estimates. There was some minor rearrangement of the data content among the profiles.

The Data Profiles have a new headnote directing users to the Population Estimates data tables for the
official estimates of population for nation state, counties, cities and towns, and estimates of housing units
for states and counties:

Confidence Interval Charts depict the degree of uncertainty about the Ranking Table estimate in a chart
form. The confidence interval is represented by two bars — the left bar representing the lower bound and
the right bar representing the upper bound. The margin of error is the difference between the estimate
and the upper bound, or the lower bound. For example, in the chart above, the confidence interval for the
estimate for the District of Columbia extends from about 29% to about 36.2%. The estimate is exactly in
the middle of the confidence interval, 32.6%. The margin of error is expressed as +/-3.6%.

The further apart the bars, the greater the uncertainty about the estimate. A diamond-shaped point lying
between the two bars indicates the estimate.

Move the cursor over the row containing the geography to view the associated Lower Bound (LB),
Estimate (Est), and Upper Bound (UB).

Definition: A margin of error is the difference between an estimate and its upper or lower confidence
bounds. Confidence bounds can be created by adding the margin of error to the estimate (for an upper
bound) and subtracting the margin of error from the estimate (for a lower bound). All published margins
of error for the American Community Survey are based on a 90 percent confidence level.

For example, when the estimate for the percent of 65 year olds below the poverty level in Mississippi is
15.7%, and the margin of error is +/- 0.8, you can be confident that 90% of the time the true value for this
estimate is between 14.9% and 16.5%. This is calculated by first subtracting the margin of error (0.8%)
from the estimate (15.7%), giving the lower bound for the estimate (14.9%). Then to calculate the upper
bound, you add the margin of error (0.8%) to the estimate (15.7%), to get 16.5%.

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C4. ACS Data Release Timetable: 2003 to 2010

The ACS began in 1996 and has expanded each subsequent year. The years 2003 and 2004 were part of
the demonstration phase of the program. The full implementation began in January 2005.

By 2010, information on demographic, socio-economic and housing characteristics once available every
10 years will be available annually for most areas through the American Community Survey (ACS).

The ACS has been publishing annual data for many areas with populations of 250,000 or more. In 2005,
in the full implementation phase, the ACS began collecting data every month for all areas throughout the
United States and Puerto Rico.

The Census Bureau releases annual data for all areas of 65,000 or more beginning in 2006. For smaller
areas, it will take three to five years to accumulate a large enough sample to produce data for areas as
small as census tracts (see chart below). Once that sample is collected, though, the Census Bureau will
release three- to five-year period averages every year for those areas.

Annual estimates are scheduled for release in the summer following the calendar year in which the data
were collected.

C8. Accuracy of the Data

e Overview (from Technical Paper 67, Design and Methodology ~American Community Survey, May
2006)

The American Community Survey (ACS) is committed to providing its users with measures of reliability
with each published estimate. To accomplish this, all ACS estimates are accompanied by either 90
percent confidence intervals or margins of error, both based on direct estimates of sampling error. ACS
variance estimates take into account sampling error and some types of non-sampling error, such as simple
response variance and intra-interviewer assignment correlation bias. The estimates of variance are
computed using replication methods. Although the variance estimates are not completely unbiased, the
current variance estimation method produces reliability measures that are accurate enough for practically
all uses and analysis of ACS data.

The footnote below is found on each 2006 ACS detailed table providing a link to the Accuracy of the
Data:

“Other tables have notes specific to the data in that table. For detailed explanation covering all 2006 ACS
data, see Accuracy of the Data. “

e Margin of Error - Definition and Example
A margin of error is the difference between an estimate and its upper or lower confidence bounds.
Confidence bounds can be created by adding the margin of error to the estimate (for an upper bound) and
subtracting the margin of error from the estimate (for a lower bound). All published margins of error for
the American Community Survey are based on a 90 percent confidence level.

For example, when the estimate for the percent of 65 year olds below the poverty level in Mississippi is
15.7%, and the margin of error is +/- 0.8, you can be confident that 90% of the time the true value for this
estimate is between 14.9% and 16.5%. This is calculated by first subtracting the margin of error (0.8%)
from the estimate (15.7%), giving the lower bound for the estimate (14.9%). Then, to calculate the upper
bound, you add the margin of error (0.8%) to the estimate (15.7%), to get 16.5%.
