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Welcome to Cross Creeks
National Wildlife Refuge,
one of over 500 national
wildlife refuges administered
by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service. The 8,862 acre refuge
stretches 11 miles on either
side of Lake Barkley on the
Cumberland River In
Stewart County, Tennessee.
The combination of
deciduous woodlands, open
water, marsh and croplands
provide excellent habitat for
various species of birds.
