Changesto commercial and recreational management measures

The National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS)
announces changes to commercial and
recreational management measures for the
Pacific Coast groundfish fishery off Washington,
Oregon, and California, effective at 0001 hours
(local time) December 1, 2006.

The Pacific Fishery Management Council
(Pacific Council) recommended changes to
management measures at their November 12-17,
2006, meeting in Del Mar, CA. Changes to
management measures are being implemented in
a Federal Register notice that will publish on
November 29, 2006, and are described in this
public notice.

Fixed Gear and Open Access Trip Limits South
of 36° N. Lat.

If current sablefish catch rates continue through
the end of the year, it is likely the 2006 sablefish
OY could be exceeded in this area. Therefore,
beginning December 1, NMFS is decreasing
limited entry fixed gear and open access trip
limits for sablefish to 300 Ib per day, or 1
landing per week of up to 1,050 Ib not to exceed
3,000 Ib per 1 month."
