Purpose
The purpose of this rule is to identify equipmemtcesses, or operations that emit small
amounts of air contaminants that shall not requititen permits, unless such equipment,
process or operation is subject to subdivision(&xceptions. In addition, exemption
from written permit requirement in this rule is prapplicable if the equipment, process,
or operation is in compliance with subdivision (t).

Written permits are not required for:
