Health Condition
of Self or Family
Member

Must have a “Serious Health
Condition” as defined in OPM’s
Regulations for Administering
FMLA of 1993. The definition
includes conditions such as:
Cancer, Heart Attacks, Strokes,
Severe Injuries, Alzheimer’s
Disease, Pregnancy and Childbirth
(Agency may required medical
certification.)

“Serious Health Condition” a defined in
OPM’s Regulations for Administering
FMLA of 1993. (Agency may require
medical certification) or,

“General Family Care” can include
conditions such as: Common Cold, flu,
Earaches, Upset Stomach, Headaches
(Other than Migraines), Routine Dental or
Orthodontia Problems, other conditions
that do not involve complications leading
to a serious health condition.
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
