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NDSB BULLETIN RE: USCG HEALY

The NOAA Diving Safety Board conducted
its annual meeting this week at the Nancy
Foster Complex in Key West, FL. A special
session was held to discuss the recently re-
leased report by the USCG on the USCGC
HEALY diving incident, which occurred last
August in the Arctic Sea and resulted in the
tragic death of two USCG divers. The goal
in reviewing the report was to identify any
issues that might lead to a similar occur-
rence within the NOAA Diving Program.

The members of the Board felt that the risk
of a similar accident at NOAA was minimal.
However, to address concerns regarding
the unique conditions involved in the USCG
incident, the Board decided that augment-
ing our program guidance to create a more
complete set of standards for specialty div-
ing would be prudent.

The NDC will begin developing standards
immediately for operations involving ice
and/or cold water (<37° F) diving, line-
tended diving, overhead obstruction diving,
and over-bottom (aka “blue-water”) diving.
In the interim, the Board will require that
any of these specialty diving operations be
pre-approved by the NDSB.

A full list of recommendations was formu-
lated and sent to the Director, NMAO, and
all divers, on February 27th, 2007
