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The National Transportation Safety Board has noted the amendments t o  
14 CFR 91.75(a) and 91.116(f), e f fec t ive  March 6, 1975, regarding p i l o t  
responsibi l i ty  under I F R  a f t e r  an ATC clearance has been received. 
the Board believes tha t  fur ther  action should be taken t o  reduce the  prob- 
abiLity of misunderstanding by p i l o t s  and control lers  of the meaning of 
ATC terms. 

However, 

The aviation profession has i t s  own unique language which tends t o  
become ambiguous sometimes, as  evidenced by our investigation of the  
accident involving TWA 514 a t  Berryville,  Virginia, on December 1, 1974. 
Such ambiguity w i l l  be eliminated i f  everyone i n  the aviation community 
u t i l i z e s  a standardized language i n  which the terms have a precise meaning. 
To accomplish t h i s ,  a U. S. lexicon of air t r a f f i c  control  words and phrases 
should be published f o r  the use of a l l  p i l o t s  and An: spec ia l i s t s .  Words 
and phrases unique t o  a i r  t r a f f i c  control  used i n  any document whatever, 
such as the Code of Federal Regulations, ATC handbooks, the TERPS Manual, 
t he  Airman's Information Manual, and mil i tary ATC publications should be 
included i n  t h i s  lexicon. Terms i n  common usage whicb are  not now published 
(e.g. ,  "cleared f o r  the approach," " f i n a l  approach course," "intermediate 
approach f ix")  should be included. 
t o  the m a x i m u m  extent possible,  be exactly those se t  f o r t h  i n  Volume I1 of 
the Internat ional  Civ i l  Aviation Organization ( I C A O )  Lexicon. 

The def in i t ions  i n  t h i s  lexicon should, 

On the basis  of the  above, t he  National Transportation Safety Board 
recommends tha t  the Federal Aviation Administration: 

Publish a comprehensive lexicon of An: terms and provide for 
i t s  use by a l l  p i l o t s  and ATC spec ia l i s t s .  (Class 11) 
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
