3, Section 300.7(d) of the Philadelphia Water Department Regulations, notice 
is hereby given that public hearings will be held on the Philadelphia Water 
Department’s proposal to increase water, sewer, stormwater, fire connection and 
miscellaneous charges effective November 1, 2008. The second, third and fourth 
phases of increases are proposed to be consecutively implemented on July 1 of 
2009, 2010 and 2011.  The rate increases are designed to produce a total of $317 
million in additional Water Department revenues between November 1, 2008 
and June 30, 2012. The effect of the proposed increases on a typical residential 
water and sewer customer would be as follows:
