Thispublication summarizes penalty actionstaken by the Department of Transportation for viol ations of the Hazardous
Materials Regulations. The penalties are grouped by the administration conducting the enforcement action. Each case
contains the name of the shipper, carrier, or person(s) involved, a description of the violation, reference to the
regulation violated, and the penalty collected.

The penalties cited do not explain the mitigating or aggravating factorsthat, in accor dance with
the statutory assessment criteria, were considered in arriving at the final penalty. This accounts
for penalty variationsin casesthat are somewhat factually similar.
