SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: On March 16, 2006, the Commission instituted an
investigation under Section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930, as amended, 19 U.S.C. § 1337, based
on acomplaint filed by Linear Technology Corporation of Milpitas, California(“Linear”)
alleging violations of section 337 in the importation into the United States and sale of certain
voltage regulators, components thereof and products containing same by reason of infringement
of one or more of claims 1-14 and 23-35 of U.S. Patent No. 6,411,531 (“the ‘531 patent”); and
clams 1-19, 31, 34, and 35 of U.S. Patent No. 6,580,258. 71 Fed. Reg. 14545 (March 22, 2006



). The complaint named Advanced Analogic Technologies, Inc. (“AATI”) of Sunnyvale,
California as the respondent.

On July 27, 2006, Linear filed an unopposed motion to terminate the investigation asto
claims 6, 10-14, 28, 29, and 31-34 of the ‘531 patent. The ALJissued an ID granting Linear’s
motion on October 23, 2006. The Commission issued a notice determining not to review the ID
on November 6, 2006.

On March 6, 2007, the ALJ issued an ID extending the target date of this investigation
by four months to September 22, 2007, and the deadline for hisfinal initial determination to May
22, 2007. No party petitioned for review of the subject ID. The Commission has determined not
to review thisID.

The authority for the Commission’s determination is contained in section 337 of the
Tariff Act of 1930, as amended, 19 U.S.C. § 1337, and in section 210.42(c) of the Commission’s
Rules of Practice and Procedure, 19 C.F.R. 88 210.42(c).
