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SILICON IN AUGUST 2007

Preliminary data for August 2007 indicate that domestic
production and net shipments of silicon ferroalloys, on a gross-
weight basis, increased by 17% and decreased by 9%,
respectively, compared with those in July 2007, according to the
U.S. Geological Survey. Ending stocks increased by 8%
compared with those at the end of July. Stocks included
adjustments in inventory and in-plant consumption of

ferrosilicon to produce magnesium ferrosilicon and other
miscellaneous alloys. Production-related statistics for silicon
metal were concealed to avoid disclosing company proprietary
data.

Data for U.S. imports and exports for January through July
2007 are published in this issue.
