A total of 29.7 million metric tons of industrial sand and gravel valued at $685 million, free on board plant, was reported produced
in 2004 by 69 producers with 124 active operations. Some industrial sand and gravel companies also produced construction sand and
gravel.

Most of the industrial sand and gravel produced in 2004 came from operations with annual production larger than 600,000 metric
tons; 22 operations produced 76% of the total tonnage.
