Women 
of childbearing age and children less than seven 
years of age should not consume largemouth 
bass, white bass, freshwater drum, flathead 
catfish, or bowfin and should consume no more 
than two meals per month of white crappie from 
the advisory area. Other adults and children 
seven years of age and older should consume no 
more than two meals per month of largemouth 
bass, white bass, freshwater drum, flathead 
catfish, or bowfin and should consume no more 
than four meals per month of white crappie from 
the advisory area.
