By letter dated May 23, 1995, the Ofice of Pipeline Safety
(OPS), Research and Special Prograns Adm nistration (RSPA), U S
Depart nent of Transportation, issued to Texas Eastern
Transm ssion Corporation (TETCO a Notice of Probable Violation,
Proposed Civil Penalty and Notice of Amendnment (Notice)in this
case.

I n accordance with 49 C.F. R § 190. 207, the Notice alleged, inter
alia, that TETCO had violated 49 C.F. R 8 192.13(c)for failingto
follow its one-call procedures and pipeline right-of-way
patrol ling procedures and 8 192. 739 for exceedi ng the prescribed
interval for inspecting and testing three of its pressure
limting and regulating stations, proposed a $105,500 civil
penalty for these alleged violations and proposed that TETCO
amend certain of its procedures.

TETCO di sputed the | egal and factual bases of the allegations in
the Notice. In response to the Notice, and w t hout concedi ng any
violation, TETCO voluntarily anended, to OPS s satisfaction,
TETCO s operati on and nmai nt enance pl ans and procedures to enhance
the quality of its rights-of-way patrols;

By the attached Agreenent that settles all of the allegations of
the Notice, TETCO and OPS have agreed to the issuance of this
Consent Order, which provides for TETCOto conduct three pipeline
safety projects.
