elapsed between such assignments.

The one time supplementary uniform allowance shall be authorized upon completion of recruit company commander
qualification training.

Additional payment is not authorized because of change in designation of company commander, assistant company
commander or drill instructor.

This is authorized only when the commanding officer or officer in charge determines specific members of the crew
require two pair of safety shoes because their duties involve additional exposure to the elements. This allowance is not
payable when safety shoes can be ordered through normal supply system channels using unit’s operating funds.

Coast Guard buoy tenders for this purpose are defined as: WLB, WLM, WLI, WLIC, WLR, and the WTGB with the
120" ATON barge.

A subsequent payment will not be authorized for more than one pregnancy within 3 years of the date of approval of
earlier payments. ALCOAST 230/99, dated 23 Dec 99, revised guidance to COMDTNOTE 1900.9 regarding pregnant
Selected Reserve Members (SELRES).
