Above normal temperatures across the area: DCA and IAD +2.5°F; BWI +1.3°F

Above normal readings 12 of past 13 months at BWI and IAD; 11 of 13 at DCA

IAD recorded 9 days with highs at or above 60°F; BWI, 8 such days, IAD, 6 such days
