How to Submit Information for Oregon.gov
The following types of requests for changes may be processed with the on-line form

· Agency Structure (when there is an agency or division name change) – This request is routed directly to the e-Gov technical staff.
· Template –Changes or New Template Requests
· Design/Navigational 
· Technical 
· Feature Story or Popularity Box for the state level  

A feature story should have a relevant image, at least 353 x257 pixels in size at 72 dpi.                  Larger images are preferable to allow cropping.

Process:

· The completed form is e-mailed to agency’s SPOC https://intranet.egov.oregon.gov/sites/DAS/IRMD/EGOV/agencycontact.jsp
· The agency SPOC determines if the request should be considered by the State e-Governance Team. She or he will confirm that the request is not already one that is pending or will determine whether or not it was denied earlier. 

· The State e-Governance Board meets on the third Monday of each month. All actions taken by the Team may be found on the Intranet at: https://intranet.egov.oregon.gov/sites/DAS/state_e-governance_changerequest.jsp
Prioritization by State e-Governance:

· The State e-Governance Board categorizes and prioritizes all requests.

Categories: Technical, Design/Navigational and Templates
· After technical input from the e-Gov team we provide a ranking of 1-3. 

      Ranking 1 is the highest priority (benefit vs. cost).

· Requests deferred for further analysis are addressed by the Template Advisory Committee (TAC).
