F. DUNCAN FRAZER PLEADS GUILTY 

The Boston Regional Office and the U.S. Attorney in Boston, Massachusetts announced 
that on April 8 F. Duncan Frazer, of Lynnfield, Massachusetts, pleaded guilty to all 
counts of a ten-count, mail-fraud indictment. Sentencing is set for May 6. 

Frazer, formerly Treasurer and Chief Financial Officer of Massachusetts Financial 
Services Company (MFS), a Boston-based investment adviser registered with the Commis-
sion which advises and manages approximately 18 registered investment companiea.
Frazer embezzled over $1.4 million in a scheme in which he submitted false expense 
vouchers purportedly for travel expenses of MFS' employees. (U.S. v. F. Duncan Frazer 
USDC DC, Cr.
