ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

VAN eLEEF, JORDAN AND WOOD AND RICHARD F. P. NICHOLS 
SUBMIT OFFBRS OF SETTLEMENT 

'!'heComaission accepted an Offer of Settlement submitted by Van Cleef, Jordan and Wood 
(of Connecticut) (VCJW) and Richard P.P. Nichols in settlement of aaainistrative pro-
ceedings brought against them on October 3, 1983 in their activities as investaent 
adviser to the Greenfield Fund, Inc. (Pund). As part of the Offer, Respondents, with-
outadaitt1ng or denying the allegations, consented to Commission findings that t~ey
violated and .idea and abetted violations of the securities laws in calculating net 
asset value of shares of the Pund as well as the recordkeeping and pricing provisions 
of the Investment Company Act of 1940. 

Respondents consented to an Order suspending VCJW's registration as an investaent 
adviser for 30 days and suspending Nichols from being associated with VCJW for that 
period. In addition, VCJW and Nichols agreed to undertakings, among other things,
wbereby tbey will: (1) maintain accurate and current books and records relating to 
the Pund's operation and comply with all applicable rules and regulations under the 
securities laws, and (2) provide the Commission staff with an unqualified opinion
by the Fund's auditor that its books and records are being kept in accordance with 
generally accepted accounting principles. (ReI. IC-14511) 

JEAN-PAUL GRAVILL'S INVESTMENT ADVISER REGISTRATION REVOKED 
AND GRAVILL BARRBD 

The Ca.aission ordered public administrative proceedings under the Investaent Advisers 
Act of 1940 against Jean-paul Gravell for violations of the Advisers Act and the 
Securities Act of 1933 while registered with the Commission as an investment adviser 
individually and doing business as Bras D'Or Inc. 

The order for proceedings alleges that Gravell wilfully violated: Section 204 of the 
Advisers Act and Rule 204-1(c), by failing to file annual reports, Section 5(c) of the 
Securities Act, by offering to sell to members of the public unregistered securities 
in the form·of liaited partnership interests, and section 206(2) of the Advisers Act,
by engaging in transactions, practices or courses of business which operated as a 
fraud or deceit upon prospective clients, specifically, circulating to approxiaately
200 prospective investors and prospective clients an offering statement containing
aaterial aisrepresentations and olllissionsregardil'l9,among other things, the existence 
and performance of a bond fund, and the enforcement of a securities offering by a 
.ajor brokerage f!rm. 

The Ca.mission accepted an Offer of Settlement in which Gravell, without admitting or 
denying the allegations consented to the·order revoking his registration as an in-
ve.tae~t. adviser and ba:ring him from any association with any investment adviser.
