INITIAL DECISION ISSUES STOP ORDER
SUSPENDING REGISTRATION STATEMENT OF MILITARY ROBOT CORPORATION

Administrative Law Judge David J. Markun issued an initial decision containing a stop
order suspending the amended registration statement of Military Robot Corporation un-
