AMERICAN VENTURE SECURITIES, INC., OTHERS CITED 

The New York Regional Office announced that in administrative proceedings ordered 
under Sections 15(b) and 19(h) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, American Ven-
ture Securities, Inc. (Registrant), Robert J. Gallaro and Carl Caserta, Registrant's 
president and vice-president, respectively, have submitted Offe~s of Settlement, which 
the Commission accepted.
