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Characteristics of the Population Below the Poverty Level: 1980

This report presents detailed social and economic statistics
for the population of the United States below the poverty
level in 1980 based on the March 1981 Current Population
Survey {CPS). As in previous poverty reports, data are
presented by selected characteristics, such as race, family
relationship, type of residence, education, work experience,
and type of income. Estimates shown in this report for 1980
are based on population controis derived from the 1980
census. See the section, “Introduction of 1980 Census
Population Controls” for further details.

The average poverty threshold for a nonfarm tfamily of
four persons was $8,414 in 1980, about 13.6 percent higher
than the comparable 1979 figure of $7.412. The poverty
thresholds are updated every year to reflect changes in the
annual average Consumer Price Index. (See appendix A for a
detailed explanation of the poverty definition.} In this text,
the terms “poor” and “below the poverty level” are used
interchangeably.

HIGHLIGHTS

As indicated in the advance report on income and poverty
{Current Population Reports, Series P-60, No. 127), there
were 29.3 million persons below the poverty level in 1980,
an increase of 3.2 million over 1979, At the same time, the
poverty rate rose from 11.7 to 13.0 percent. These increases
were among the largest recorded since 1959, the first year for
which poverty data are available. They were accompanied by
a b.5-percent. decline in real median family income, the
largest decline recorded in the post-World War 1| period. The
changes in poverty and income levels reflect hoth the high
rate of inflation and a downturn in economic activity which
took place in the early months of 1880. The last time a large
increase in poverty occurred was in the 1974-75 period,
when the combined impacts of inflation and unemployment
added 2.5 million persons to the poverty population.

The increase in poverty between 1979 and 1980 was
widespread, affecting most segments of the U.S. population.
Table A summarizes some of the major changes that
occurred, by race, age, residence, and type of family.

®in 1980, there were 19.7 million Whites and 8.6 million
Blacks below the poverty level, representing increases over
1979 of 2.5 million and 530,000, respectively, The
poverty rate for Blacks was 32 percent in 1980, about
three times the rate for Whites {10 percent}. Although

Blacks accounted for only 12 percent of the total
population, they made up 29 percent of the poverty
population,

About 3.5 million persons of Spanish origin were below
the poverty level in 1980, an increase of 570,000 over
1979; their poverty rate rose from 22 to 26 percent.
Persons of Spanish origin accounted for 12 percent of the
poverty population in 1980. (It should be noted that
“Spanish origin” is not a racial classification and that
persons of Spanish origin are also counted as White, Black,
or members of other races.)

There was some evidence of an increase of about 200,000
in the number of poor persons B85 years old and over in
1980, following an increase of 350,000 in 1979. However,
the poverty rate for the aged, which rose in 1979, did not
change significantly in 1980. Despite recent increases in
poverty, there were substantially fewer poor persons over
65 in 1980 (3.9 million) than in 1970 (4.7 million). Part
of this improvement can be attributed to increases in
Social Security benefit levels, including the indexing of
benefits which began in 1972.

There were 11.4 million related children under 18 years
old below the poverty level in 1980, compared with 10.2
million in 1979, The poverty rate for children rose from
16 percent in 1979 to 18 percent in 1980. About
two-fifths of all poor persons were children under 18.

The number of nonfarm residents who were poor rose
from 25.3 million in 1979 to 28.3 million in 1980; at the
same time, there was some evidence that the number of
poor persons living on farms increased from 790,000 to
990,000, There was also a substantial increase in the

poverty rate for farm residents, from 13.3 to 17.5 percent,

Metropolitan and nonmetropolitan areas experienced in-
creases of similar size in the number of poor persons
between 1979 and 1980 (1.9 million in metropolitan areas
and 1.3 million in nonmetropolitan areas). The poverty
rate rose from 10.7 to 11.9 percent in metropolitan areas
and from 13.8 to 15.4 percent in nonmetropolitan areas.

Aithough the overall poverty rate for metropolitan areas
was 119 percent in 1980, their central cities had a

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considerably higher rate (17,2 percent) and their suburban
areas had a lower rate (8.2 percent). Both of these figures
were significantly higher than in 1979,

Of the four major regions, three had more poor persons in
1880 than in 1979: only the Northeast did not experience
a significant change. In 1980, as in earljer years, the
poverty rate was higher in the South (16.5 percent) than
in the other three regions combined, referred to in table A
as “North and West” (11.3 percent). :

The number of families below the poverty level increased
from 5.5 miltion in 1979 to 6.2 million in 1980, and the
poverty rate for families rose from 9.2 percent to 10.3
percent. Both married-couple families and families with a
female householder, no husband present, experienced
significant increases in poverty,

About one-half of ali families below the poverty level in
1980 were maintained by women with no husband
present. The poverty rate for such tamilies was 32.7
percent, compared with 6.2 percent for married-couple

familie's, and 11.0 percent for families with a male
householder, no wife present,

The number of poor unrelated individuals rose from 5.7
million in 1979 to 6.2 million in 1980, and their poverty
rate went up from 21.9 percent to 22.9 percent. Between
1979 and 1980, there was some evidence of an increase in
the number of poor male unrelated individuais (from 2.0
to 2.1 million), and the number of female unrelated
individuals in boverty increased from 3.8 million to 4.1

million,

CHANGES IN THE DEFINITION OF POVERTY

no husband present” and “All other families.” instead, a
weighted average of the two sets of thresholds will be
used for all families.

2. Differences in the poverty thresholds based on farm-
nonfarm residence will be eliminated through the use of
nonfarm thresholds for all families and unrelated individ-
uals.

3. The poverty matrix will be extended to families of 9 or
more persons from the current cutoff of 7 or more
persons,

The modified poverty matrix will provide a range of
income cutoffs adjusted by family size and number of
children under 18 vyears old. Unrelated individuals and
two-person families are further differentiated by the age of
the individual or family householder (under 65 years and 65
years and over). A set of poverty thresholds incorporating
the three changes has bleen computed using March 1979 CPS
data for the income year 1978, which will serve as the base
- year for the revised poverty definition. This matrix will be
adjusted 'annually for. increases in the Consumer Price Index
(CPI), using the same procedures as in previous years. The
revised poverty matrix, updated to 1980, is shown in table B;
the current poverty matrix for 1980 is shown for purposes of

comparison in table C.
The revised poverty definition will be the Federal Govern-

ment’s official statistical definition of poverty and will be the
basis of the standard poverty data series. The revised matrix
is being used to produce the 1980 census poverty data as well
as March CPS estimates. The changes in the definition were
approved in June 1980 by the Statistical Policy Coordination
Committee based on the recommendations of an interagency
committee chaired by the Office of Federal Statistical Policy
and Standards; this action was reviewed and approved in
November 1981 by the Working Group on Economic
Statistics of the Cabinet Council on Economic Affairs. A
description of the changes was published in the Federal
Register on December 28, 1981,

The following is a more detailed examination of each of
the revisions, the reasons for them, and their impact on the
poverty data.

Elimination of distinctions based on sex of house-
holder. This change involves the averaging of poverty thres-
holds for the two family types, “Families with a female
householder, no husband present’” and “All other families,”
and for male and female unrelated individuals. The result will
be a single poverty cutoff for each familysize and number-
of-children combination. The procedures for computing the
revised thresholds are best explained by an example. To take
the simplest case possible, in 1978 {the base year for the
revised poverty matrix}, the poverty threshold for a nonfarm,
male unrelated individual under 65 years old was $3,516.
The poverty threshold for a comparable female unrelated
individual was $3,253. There were 16,974,000 unrelated
individuals under 65 years: 8,985,000 males and 7,979,000
females. (Both farm and nonfarm residents are included here
because the revised matrix eliminates the separate farm
thresholds used in earlier years.) The new poverty threshold
for all unrelated individuals under 65 vears is defined as the
weighted average of the old thresholds for males and females,
and is computed as follows:

To update this 1978 threshold to the 1980 level shown in
table B, it is increased by the percentage change between
1978 and 1980 in the annual average CP| {26.3 percent),

yielding a 1980 threshold of $4,284.
The decision to eliminate distinctions based on family

type is primarily the result of increased sensitivity to the
need for equitable treatment of men and women. Differ-

unrelated individual existed in the first place because the
poverty thresholds were based on food costs under an

well as by size. All nonfood expenditures were covered
simply by applying a multiplier {3 in most cases) to the cost
of food. It is true that families with different age and sex
composition have different nutritional requirements. How-
ever, in the absence of well-developed standards of need for
expenditure items other than food, it is difficult to say with
any certainty whether this fact translates into different
overall income needs,

Elimination of the farm differential. Under the definition of
poverty used in this report, the poverty thresholds for farm
families are set at approximately 85 percent of the thresholds
for nonfarm families. The original justification for the
differential was that farm families needed less cash income
because they grew some food for home consumption and
also generally had their housing included as part of the farm
operation. However, the distinction has become less meaning-
ful over time, since many farm families now derive much of
their income from nonfarm work and shop for food and
other items in the same markets as do nonfarm families. In
addition, it seems inequitable to consider nonmoney income
-{in the form of food and housing) as part of the total income
of farm families white ignoring the noncash income received
.by nonfarm families. For these reasons, the separate farm
thresholds will be dropped from the poverty matrix, and the
nonfarm thresholds will be used to determine the poverty
status of all families and unrelated individuals, regardless of
residence.

Extension of the poverty matrix. The current poverty
matrix provides poverty thresholds extending only to
families with seven or more members for the simple reason
that separate data for larger families were not available when
" it was originally designed. The expansion of the matrix to
provide separate thresholds for families with seven, eight, and
nine or more members takes advantage of the current
availability of CPS data for these families. To make the new
values comparable with the old, the thresholds for families of
seven, eight, and nine or more persons with specified
numbers of children were computed by sex of householder
following the same procedures initially used for smaller
families. The separate thresholds for ““families with a fernale
householder, no husband present” and “all other families”
were then averaged into a single set of cutoffs in the same
way as the rest of the 1978 matrix.

impact o1 the revisions. The combined effect of the three
modifications on the poverty population is quite small, as
shown in table D, which compares poverty estimates for
1980 based on the current and revised definitions. The total
number of poor persons is 29.3 million under the current
definition and 29.6 million under the new one; the poverty
rate goes from 13.0 to 13.2 percent. The new matrix also
raises very skightly the number of poor families, from 6.2 to
6.3 million, with “female-householder’” and “all other”
families both experiencing small increases.

In a few cases, the increases in poverty are more
substantial. For 1980, the number of poor persons living on
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farms is 990,000 using the current matrix and 1.2 million
using the revised version, a difference of about 20 percent.
This outcome was expected, since the thresholds applied to
farm families are approximately 15 percent higher under the
new definition. Similarly; the number of poor families with
nine or more members is about 25 percent higher based on
the revised matrix, as a result of the introduction of separate,
higher thresholds for these families to replace the old ones
covering all families of seven or more,

To summarize, the revisions in the poverty definition do
not represent a major change; they are minor modifications
of the original definition developed by Mollie Orshansky.
Although the changes generally result in a slightly higher
number of poor, the differences are very small, particularly
in the context of a national survey such as the CPS. {Data
from the 1980 census for local areas may show a somewhat
greater impact, particularly in areas with large farm popula-
tions.) The new matrix will be used to process CPS poverty
data beginning with the March 1882 survey; the first
publication based on the revised definition will be the
advance report on income and poverty in 1881.

COLLECTION AND LIMITATIONS OF
POVERTY DATA

This report presents findings from the Income Supple-
ment of the Census Bureau's Current Population Survey of
March 1981. The information was collected from a sample of
persons representing the civilian noninstitutional population
and an estimated 817,000 membérs of the Armed Forces
living off post or with their families on post in the United
States. Because the collection of income data in the survey is
restricted to persons 15 years old and over, unrelated

. individuals under 15 are excluded from this report.

The poverty definition used in this report is based on an
index developed at the Social Security Administration (SSA)
in 1964, and revised by a Federal Interagency Committee in
1969, A directive from the Office of Management and
Budget, originally issued in 1969, established the Census
Bureau’s statistics on poverty as the standard data series to
be used by all Federal agencies.!

The poverty concept is a statistical measure based on the
Department of Agriculture’s 1961 economy food plan. It
reflects the different consumption requirements of families
in relation to their size and composition, the sex and age of
the family householder, and farm-nonfarm residence. A ratio
of food expenditures to income of one-third, based on the
Department of Agriculture’s 1955 Survey of Food Consump-
tion, was used to derive the original poverty thresholds from
the economy food plan. For further details, see appendix A.

When analyzing CPS data on the poverty population, itis
important to remember that these data are based on a sample
and are therefore subject to sampling variability. Particular

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care should be exercised in the interpretation of figures based
on relatively small numbers of cases as well as small
differences between figures, An explanation of sampling
variability can be found in appendix B, and tables 16 and 37
show the standard errors of a number of poverty estimates.

Data on income collected in the CPS are limited to money
income received before payments for personal income taxes
and deductions for Social Security, union dues, Medicare
premiums, etc. Money income is the sum of the amounts
received from earnings; Social Security and public assistance
payments; dividends, interest, and rent; unemployment and
workers' compensation; government and private employee
pensions; and other periodic income. {Certain money receipts
such as capital gains are not included.) Therefore, money
income does not reflect the fact that many families receive
part of their income in the form of nonmoney transfers such
as food stamps, health benefits, and subsidized housing; that
many farm families received noncash benefits in the form of
rent-free housing and goods produced and consumed on the
farm; or that noncash benefits are also received by some
nonfarm residents in the form of access to business transpor-
* tation and facilities, full or partial payments by business for
retirement programs, medical and educational expenses, etc.

These elements should be considered when comparing
income levels. 1n addition, it should be noted that nonmoney
income is not considered in calculating the poverty thresh-
olds. In recent years, however, receipts from nonmoney
trahsfers, such as food stamps, have become an increasingly
important element in the income of poor persons. Data from
the March 1981 CPS show that about 58 percent of all poor
households received at least one of the following means-
tested noncash benefits: food stamps, free or reduced-price
school lunches, Medicaid, and publicly owned or other
subsidized housing.?

Readers should be aware that for many different reasons
there is a tendency in household surveys for respondents to
underreport their income. Underreporting tends to be more
pronounced for income sources that are not derived from
earnings, such as Social Security, public assistance, unem-
ployment compensation, and net income from interest,
dividends, and rentals. Qverall, income earned from wages or
salary is more accurately reported than other sources of
income, based on comparisons with independent estimates
derived from administrative sources.

It also should be noted that the poverty thresholds used in
this Census Bureau report were originally developed as a
measure of income adequacy based on money income only.?
Whether they would also serve as a8 measure of income ade-
guacy for an income distribution which includes nonmoney
as well as money income is an issue which deserves attention.

Beginning with the March 1980 survey, the CPS income
supplement has included a group of gquestions on the receipt
of selected noncash benefits during the previous year, The

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means-tested benefits covered in the March 1981 survey
were: food stamps, free or reduced-price schoo! lunches,
public or subsidized housing, and Medicaid. Questions were
also asked about the following nonmeans-tested benefits:
Medicare, CHAMPUS or other military health care,
employer-provided pension plans, and employer-provided
group health insurance plans. Data from this survey are con-
- tained in Current Population Reports, Series P-60, No. 131,
Characteristics of Households and Persons Receiving Selected
Noncash Benefits: 1980 (With Comparable Data for 1979).
The Census Bureau has recently released Technical Paper No.
50, Alternative Methods For Valuing Selected In-Kind
Transfer Benefits and Measuring Their Effect on Poverty, by
Timothy M. Smeeding. This report focuses on five major
noncash- benefits: food stamps, free or reduced-price school
lunches, Medicaid, Medicare, and publicly owned or subsi-

dized housing. The paper presents three different methods
for valuing these benefits, based on (1) market value, {2)

recipient value, and (3} a poverty budget share approach. In
recent years, there have been analyses of this subject made
by a number of academic researchers as well as the
Congressional Budget Office; however, this study is the first
to make use of actual survey data on benefit recipiency,
obtained from the March 1980 CPS.

INTRODUCTION OF 1980 CENSUS
POPULATION CONTROLS

The estimation procedure used in this report involves the
adjustment of sample results to independent estimates of the
population. These independent estimates are based on
civilian noninstitutional population counts from the decen-
nial censuses. Data published in the Consumer Income Series
(P-60} for income years 1971 through 1979 were based on
independent population estimates derived by updating the
1970 decennial census counts. Starting with the 1880 income
data collected in the March 1981 Current Population Survey
{CPS), independent estimates will be based on civilian
noninstitutional population controls for age, race, and sex
established by the 1980 decennial census.

The April 1980 census population count differed some-
what from the independent estimates for April 1980 derived
by updating 1970 census population figures. The April 1980
census count of the civilian noninstitutional population was
222,420,441, compared with the updated 1970 census figure
of 217,400,244 used for the CPS. Basically, this difference
had little impact on income summary measures for 1979
(means and medians) and proportional measures {percent
distributions and poverty rates), however, use of the new
controls may have significant impact on the absolute
numbers. Table E shows the effect of the new population
controls on the number of families and persons with incomes
below the poverty level by comparing estimates for 1979

based on the 1880 population controls and the updated 1970

population controls.

Current Population Survey

Current Population Survey Reports, A detailed explanation
of the poverty concept appears in Current Population
Reports, Series P-23, No. 28, Revision in Powverty Statistics,
1959 to 1968 and in' The Measure of Poverty, A Report to
Congress as Mandated by the Education Amendments of
1974, prepared by a Poverty Studies Task Force under the
auspices of the Department of Health, Education, and
Welfare. This report also discusses limitations of the current
poverty definition and presents alternative methods for
measuring poverty.

A detailed description of the original poverty index
developed by the Social Security Administration appears in
the following articles by Mollie Orshansky published in the
Social Security Bulletin: “Counting the Poor: Another Look
at the Poverty Profile,” January 1965, and ““Who's Who
Among the Poor: A Demographic View of Poverty,” July
1965. ;

Data on poverty based on the original poverty definition
appear in Current Population Reports, Series P-60, No. 54,
The Extent of Poverty in the United States: 1959 to 1966.
Comprehensive data and analysis of poor persons and
families based on the revised definition of poverty appear in

later reports in the P-60 series. Poverty data are also included

in some reports in the P-20 and P-23 series of the Current
Population Reports. All relevant titles are listed on the inside
of the back cover of this report. Data based on the Current
Population Survey showing the distribution of families and
persons, by income levels also appear in the P-80 series; the
latest report is P-60, No. 132, Money Income of Households,

Families, and Persons in the United States: 1980.
Possible modifications to the current poverty definition

are discussed in a paper entitied “Improving the Poverty

Definition,” by Carol Fendler and Mollie Orshansky, Pro-
ceedings of the Social Statistics Section, American Statistical
Association, 1979. The paper discusses the rationale for and
results of two types of changes: {1} simplifying the poverty
matrix by eliminating certain variables and {2} updating the
thresholds to take into account current nutritional
knowledge and more recent data on U.S., consumption
patterns. Some of the changes explored in the paper,
specifically the elimination of differentials based on farm-
nonfarm residence and sex of the family householder, will be
" implemented in the March 1982 CPS. For further details, see
the section, ““Changes in the Definition of Poverty.” Detailed
data on the receipt of noncash benefits in 1979 and 1980,
including the poverty status of recipients, appear in Current
Population Reports, Series P-680, No, 131, Characteristics of
Households and Persons Receiv(ng Noncash Benefits: 1980
{With Comparable Data for 1979).

Office of Economic Opportunity Tabulations. These tabula-
tions were originally sponsored by the Qffice of Economic
Opportunity (OEQ). They show characteristics of .the
poverty population such as education, work experience and
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family relationship, usually with detailed cross-classifications
by age.

Survey of income and Education

The Survey of Income and Education (SIE} was a
one-time survey of approximately 151,000 interviewed
households nationwide, conducted in each State by the
Bureau of the Census between April and July 1976, The
purpose of the SIE was to provide estimates of the number
of children 5 to 17 years old in poverty families in each State
and the District of Columbia, as required by the Education
Amendments of 1974,

In addition to collecting income data needed to determine
poverty status, the copportunity presented by such a large
survey was also used to gather some additional income-
related information not wusually collected in the Census
Bureau’s current income surveys. Such data include the
receipt of food stamps, housing costs for homeowners and
renters, and estimated cash assets. Also, information relevant
to a number of Department of Health, Education, and
Welfare (HEW) programs was collected, including data on
English language proficiency, school enrollment, food stamp
and public assistance recipiency, housing tenure, liquid asset
holdings, child and adult disability, and health insurance
coverage, : :

Income and poverty data from the SIE have been
published in a series of four reports (one for each of the four
major regions in the Nation): Current Population Reports,
Series P-60, No. 110 {Northeast); No. 111 {North Central);
No. 112 {South); and No. 113 (West). Each report presents
data for the divisions and States within the region and for the
total United States. Contained in the reports are income
distributions and poverty data for families, persons, and
unrefated individuals, cross-classified by a broad range of
socioeconomic and demographic characteristics similar in
content to data published from the Current Population
Survey. The income tables include such characteristics as
residence, housing tenure, age, race, size and type of family,
number of children under 18 vears old, number of earners,
and occupation, work experience, and education of head. In
addition to many of the above characteristics, the poverty
tables also include information on reasons for not working,
type of income, subsidized housing of renters, and living
arrangements for unrelated individuals.

An additional report, Current Population Reports, Series

P-20, No. 334, Demographic, Social, and Fconomic Profife of

States: Spring 1976, presents summary data from the SIE on
a wide variety of characteristics (including poverty status) for
the 50 States and the District of Columbia, divisions, regions,
and the entire United States. Several of the tables include
comparable data from the 1970 census.

Data on income and poverty for calendar year 1975 from
the SIE differ somewhat from those based on the CPS. In
general, the estimates of median income from the SIE are
slightly higher than comparable estimates from the CPS. For
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example, the median family income from the SIE was
$14,094, compared with $13,719 from the CPS. Estimates of
the number of persons below the poverty level by various
characteristics from the SIE are generally lower than from
the CPS. For example, there were 23,991,000 persons below
the poverty level in 1975 from the SIE, compared with
25,877,000 from the CPS: ’

Although two major aspects of these surveys were the
same—the money income concept and the questionnaire
'wording and design—there were some significant procedural
. differences which probably cause the income estimates in
these surveys to differ. For a detailed discussion of these
ditferences, see the published SIE reports.

Decennial Censuses

Poverty data collected in the 1970 Census of Population

appear in 3 number of published reports. Selected character-’

istics of persons, families, and unrelated individuals below
the poverty level, for the United States, each of the States,
counties, standard metropolitan statistical areas, urbanized
areas, and urban places are presented in 1970 Census of
Population, Vol, |, Characteristics of the Population, chapter
C, "General Social and Economic Characteristics.”’ Statistics
on poverty status in 1969 of persons and families by detailed
characteristics, including cross-classifications by race, age,
weeks worked, education, type of family, etc., are presented
in 1970 Census of Population, Vol. |, Characteristics of the
Population, chapter D, “Detailed Characteristics,” for some
or all of the following areas: United States, each of the
States, and standard metropolitan statistical areas of 250,000
inhabitants or more. Further information is contained in
Data Access Description No. 29, Collection, Evaluation, and
Processing Series CEP-7, Low-Income Data from the 1970
Census.

Cross-classifications of poverty status in 1969 for persons
and families by detailed social, economic, and housing

characteristics are presented in 1970 Census of Population,
Vol. 11, Report PC{2)-9A, Low-income Population. Tables
are generally for the United States, although some are
repeated for regions and metropolitan-nonmetropolitan
residence. Data on the social, economic, and housing
characteristics of the low-income population residing in
poverty areas in the 50 largest cities can be found in 1970
Census of Population, Vol, 1I, Report PC(2)-98, Low-Income
Areas in Large Cities; Supplementary Report | PC{$1)-56,
Selected Characteristics of the Population in Low-Income
Areas of Large Cities; and Supplementary Reports PC(S1)-65
to PCIS1)-103, Low-Income Neighborhoods in Large Cities:
1970. Selected data on the poverty status in 1969 and 1959
of persons and families for the United States, each of the
States, counties, standard metropolitan statistical areas
(SMSA’s), and central cities of large SMSA’s appear in 1970
Census of Population, Supplementary Report PC($1)-105,
Poverty Status in 1969 and 1959 of Persons and Families, for
States, SMSA's, Central Cities, and Counties: 1970 and 1960.

Publication of poverty data collected in the 1980 Census
of Population is underway. Series PHCBO0-$1-1, Provisional
Estimates of Social, Economic, and Housing Characteristics,
includes estimates of poverty based on a sampie representing
about 1.6 percent of the total population. This report
contains data for the United States as a whole, each State,
the District of Columbia, and SMSA’s of 1,000,000 or more
inhabitants, Its purpose is to provide users with early data on
characteristics of the population and housing units.

Poverty data based on the full 1980 census sample will be
released during the remainder of 1982 and in 1983. Data will
be available for many different types of geographic areas,
including States, counties, places, SMSA's, urbanized areas,
and census tracts.
