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SELECTED HIGHWAY STATISTICS & CHARTS - 1984 

MOTOR FUEL - l-lighway lJse of Gasoline up 1.5 P e r c m t :  Special Fuels ('3iesel) Use up 8.3 Percent  

Highway use of motor fuel in 1984 totaled 118.7 billion gallons, an increase of 2.4 percent  frorn 1983. In 1985, 
highway use of motor fuel  is expec ted  to  increase by about  1.7 percent. ' Jotor  fuel revenues increased 13.1 percent  From 
1983, reflect ing t h e  large number of t ax  increases which occurred in 1983 and 1984. Motor fuel  revenues a r e  expec ted  to  
increase by about  8.7 percent  in 1985, reflect ing additional r a t e  increases in 1985 and the  continuing influence of those 
which took e f f e c t  during 1984. ri 

The increase in motor fuel  usage re f lec t s  a continued growth in travel  and occr~r red  despite  an increase in t h e  fuel  
eff iciency of the  vehicle f leet  from 14.29 MPG in 1983 t o  14.46 MPC in 1984. 

MOTOR-VEHICLE REGISTRATIONS - Motor-Vehicle and Motor-Carrier 9evenue  Annual Percentage  Increase I-lighest 
Since 1976. 

Votor-vehicle registrat ions in t h e  Nation increased frorn 163,809,668 in 1983 t o  166,497,670 in 1954, a n  increase of 
1.6 percent .  Motor-vehicle and motor-carrier revenues increased 15.4 percent  prirnarily due t o  increases in fees. Motor- 
vehicle registrat ions for 1985 a r e  expected t o  exceed 1984 by 2.2 percent  for a to ta l  of 170,237,300. Motor-vehicle and 
motor-carrier revenues a r e  expec ted  t o  increase by 7.3 percent  in 1985. 

DRIVER LICENSING - Number of Licensed Drivers up 0.7 Percent  

The 155.4 rnillion t o t a l  licensed drivers in 1984 re f lec t s  a 0.7 percent  increase over 1983. An increase of 
1.8 percent  is expected in 1985. Eighty-four percent  of a l l  persons of driving age  a r e  licensed t o  drive. 

HIGHWAY FINANCE -Total  Highway-User l ~ n p o s t s  Increased by 9 v e r  19 Percent;  Highway r a p i t a l  Expenditures 
Increased by 12 Percent  

Highway-user imposts, consisting of :notor-fuel taxes,  motor-vehicle taxes  and fees,  and highway tolls, increased 
by $5.4 billion from 1983 t o  1984. These revenues, totaling over $33 billion, accounted Eor 61.5 percent  of t h e  to ta l  
receipts  for highways by al l  units of government in 1984. Total rece ip ts  exceeded $50 billion for  t h e  f i r s t  t ime  (actually 
$53.9 billion), an increase of 12.1 percent  over 1983. Rece ip ts  from nonuser sources--that is, general  revenues, property 
taxes,  investment income and miscellaneous receipts--totaling $17.3 billion, recorded a slight decline from 1983. 
Highway bond proceeds amounted t o  $3.3 billion for 1984, an increase of over $700 m~l l ion  from 1983. 

Total  highway expenditures amounted t o  slightly more than $50 billion in 1984, up $4 billion from 1983. Capital  
outlay increased by $2.5 billion, or 12.4 percent ,  t o  $22.7 billion. However, due t o  the  resumption of inflation in highway 
construction prices, t h e  real  increase in highway improvements was only 6 percent. Xighway maintenance and t ra f f ic  
service expenditures amounted t o  $15 billion, an increase of 5.6 percent  from 1983; however, due to  inflation, t h e  rea l  
increase in highway maintenance act ivi ty amounted t o  about  1 percent  over 1983. 

Total  receipts  for highways by all units of gogernment e r c e e d e d  expenditures by $3.7 billion in 1984 compared with 
$2 billion in 1983, resulting in a to ta l  increase in reserves of $5.7 billion for years 1983 and 1984. These funds a r e  
expected t o  be  reflected in significantly increased expenditures (noteably c a p ~ t a l  outlay) in 1985 and beyond. 

For t h e  50 S ta tes  and O.C., highway-user imposts accounted for 80 percent  of t h e  $26.5 billion in S t a t e  highway 
receipts  for 1984. S t a t e  highway receipts  from user fees  increased by $2.4 billion in 1984, whereas nonuser sources 
decreased by I 1  percent .  These changes reflected a grea te r  rel iance on user charges t o  f inance S t a t e  highway progralns. 
S t a t e  highway program cos ts  reached nearly $30 billion (excluding grants-in-aid t o  local governments) in 1984, an 
increase of $3 billion or  I I percent  over 1983. Highway capita! outlay ($17 billron) continues to  account  for an increasing 
share of to ta l  S t a t e  expenditures--56.9 percent  for 1984, a gain of 2 percent  from 1983. 

ROADWAY MILEAGE AND HIGHWAY TRAVEL - Travel  Up 3.6 Percent  

Existing public roads and s t r e e t s  in t h e  1Jnited States,  a s  of 3 e c e m b e r  31, 1984, totaled approximately 3.90 million 
miles, an increase of 0.3 percent  from 1983. 

Highway t rave l  in the  United S ta tes  increased t o  an es t imated  1,717 billron vehicle miles in 1983--an increase of 
about 3.6 percent  from t h e  previous year. 

The In te rs ta te  System accounts for about  1 percent  of t h e  Nation's to ta l  route rniieage and carr ies 20 percent  of 
t h e  travel .  The a r te r ia l  class highways (including Interstate)  represent  10 percent  of the  mileage and car ry  6'3 percent  of 
t h e  travel .  All  ar te r ia l  and collector  highways combined, which include 31 percent  of t h e  Uation's mileage, carry 
87 percent  of the  travel. 

MISCELLANEOUS 

Expenditures per mile average  $19,268, and $6,478 per mile for cap i ta l  outlay and maintenance respectively. S t a t e  
highway-user revenue per 1,000 vehicle miles of t rave l  averaged $13.70 for al l  States.
