SUBJECT: TRAFFIC VoLUME TRENDS

. Prellminary data for July 1944 indicate that trafflc on rural
roads is sllghtly higher than in the correspondzng month of 1943.
Trafflc inthe eastern portlon of the country increased 18.5 percent,

‘ while that in the central portion decreased 2.8 percent and  that
‘in the western portion decreased 3.4 percent. In 1nterpret1ng these
figures, it should be borne - in mind that durlng July 1943 (as was
the case in May and June) a pleasure—dr1v1ng ban was in effect in-
‘the northeast and the increase shown for July 1944 traffic is due -
in large part to the fact that no sxmilar ‘ban was in effect durlngy

~.July of this year.;
