 2008 regional winner was Cedar Rapids-Marion Home School 
 2007 regional winner was Regina High School of Iowa City – students took third place in the National 

Science Bowl Fuel Cell Car challenge, and collected $1250 for their school’s science department 
 2006 regional winner was Regina High School of Iowa City – students went on to win $1,000 for their 

school’s science department by being one of the top 16 teams in the DOE National Science Bowl 
 2004 “Sweet 16” teams included St. Ansgar, Iowa City Regina, LeMars, Humboldt, Sioux City East, 

Waverly-Shell Rock, Chariton, Cedar Rapids Washington and Jefferson, and Hartley-Melvin-Sanborn 
 2002 regional winner was Cedar Falls High School – students went on to win $1,000 for their school’s 

science department by being one of the top 18 teams going into double-elimination competition in the 
DOE National Science Bowl

competition 
 Several ISU student groups actively involved in fuel cell building, demonstrations and campus tours  
 Winner of academic competition goes on to compete in DOE National Science Bowl

 2007 Central Academy (Des Moines) placed in the top 16 at the National Science Bowl in Denver 
 2006 Evans Middle School (Ottumwa) walked away from National Science Bowl in Denver, Colorado, 

with a fourth place finish and a check for $500 for their school’s science department 
 2005 Central Academy (Des Moines) went on to win $500 for their school by being one of the top 

eight teams at the National Science Bowl
