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Overview
This document summarizes the entry status of regulated plant 
materials capable of and intended for propagation (nursery stock). 
Nursery stock may be imported in several different forms: buds, bulbs, 
corms, cuttings, layers, rhizomes, root clumps, scions, stolons, seeds, 
or tubers.  If the article is capable of and for propagation, then use this 
summary. However, if it is a seed but is not intended for propagation 
(even though it may be capable of propagation), then refer to the Seed 
Not for Planting Manual. 
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Restrictions for Propagative Material
Procedures for Determining Admissibility 
Each entry (row) under the listing of regulated plant material has three 
kinds of designations: 

◆ All propagules except seeds (excludes seed)

◆ All propagules (includes seed)

◆ Seed (Only the seed is regulated)

Procedures for Determining Admissibility

 1. Screen the plants to see if there are special, broad requirements 
for their entry. See “Screening Table for Specific Categories of 
Nursery Stock” on  page-1-5

 2. Using the List of Regulated Propagative Material, look under 
the column “PLANT MATERIAL” for the genus, species, or family 
of the plant material entering your port. If the genus, species, or 
family of the plant material is not listed, it is generally 
admissible; however, the propagative material is still subject to 
the following sections of 7CFR 319.37:

❖ 2(b) (Size/Age)1

❖ 3 (Permits)

❖ 4 (Inspection, Treatment, and Phytosanitary Certificates)

❖ 5 (Certification Requirements)

❖ 8 (Growing Media)

❖ 9 (Approved Packaging Material)

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Restrictions for Propagative Material
Procedures for Determining Admissibility 
 3. If the genus, species, or family name is listed in List of 
Regulated Propagative Material, look under the “PROHIBITED 
FROM” column to determine if the article is prohibited2 when 
from the listed country of origin. 

 4.  If the article is not prohibited, look under the “POSTENTRY 
FROM” column to determine if the article has postentry growing 
requirements when from the listed country of origin. If a common 
name for the article is listed, only members of the genus known 
by that common name are subject to postentry growing.  The 
genera for listed common names are referenced in 7CFR 
319.37-7(b).  If special exceptions or conditions affect the 
postentry status, the relevant section of 7CFR 319.37 is also 
listed in the “POSTENTRY FROM” column.

 5. Although an article listed in this appendix may not be prohibited 
or require postentry growing, it requires a written permit (see 
7CFR 319.37-3), and may be subject to other requirements.  
Additional information and references to other regulatory 
requirements are listed under the “OTHER REQUIREMENTS” 
column.

Look under the “OTHER REQUIREMENTS” column to determine if the 
following requirements apply:

◆ Special Certification

◆ Treatment

◆ CITES

◆ ESA

◆ Quarantine requirements other than 7CFR 319.37

2 If the article is prohibited by a quarantine other than 7CFR 319.37, the CFR number is also listed in this 
column. (For additional information on the specific quarantines, refer to the CFR’s that are cited through-
out this appendix.)

Important

Prohibited material may be allowed entry if accompanied by a permit. check to 
see if the consignment is accompanied by a valid and unexpired:

◆ Departmental Permit, or

◆ Permit to Move Live Plant Pests or Noxious Weds (PPQ Form 526

RELEASE or CONTROL consignment accompanied by a permit as specified on 
the permit, PROHIBIT ENTRY to consignments not accompanied by either of 
the permits

All plants requiring postentry growing require a written permit
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Procedures for Determining Admissibility 
◆ References to CFR parts are given as “7CFR 319.19,” etc.

References to CITES Appendixes I, II, and III are given as “CITES I,” 
“CITES II,” or “CITES III.”  Also, specific annotations to CITES listings 
are interpreted in the reference section at the end of M319.37-A-1 
under CONVENTION ON INTERNATIONAL TRADE IN ENDANGERED 
SPECIES OF WILD FAUNA AND FLORA (CITES), INTERPRETATION.

References to the Endangered Species Act are shown as ESA-T for 
Threatened; or ESA-E for Endangered.

Generally, seeds of both Threatened and Endangered plants are 
regulated under the Endangered Species Act; however, the seeds of 
Threatened plants are not regulated if they come from cultivated 
plants.

 6. Check for regulated plant families.  Although an article may not 
be listed in List of Regulated Propagative Material, by its 
scientific name (genus and specific epithet), it may be regulated 
by its accepted family name.  Always check List of Regulated 
Families, to see if the family of an article is regulated.  To help 
determine if a genus is regulated by its accepted family name 
reference, List of Genera for Regulated Families.

2 For example, packets are appropriately labeled (name of the collector/shipper, the country of origin, and the scientific name at 
least to the genus, and preferably to the species, level) and there are no contaminating plant material, foreign matter, soil, 
debris, or living organisms.

3 For example, complete a PPQ Form 287, Mail Interception Notice, notifying the importer that seven packets of petunia seeds 
were removed because of contamination with soil peds.

NOTE FOR CUSTOMS AND BORDER PROTECTION OFFICERS: If the shipment 
is accompanied by a “Small Lots of Seed Permit,” then AUTHORIZE SHIPMENT 
of the seed to a Plant Inspection Station or the Plant Germplasm Quarantine 
Center in Beltsville MD. Without a specific “Small Lots of Seed Permit,” 
FOLLOW standard protocol for seed.
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A Note on Procedures for Sampling Chaenomeles, Cydonia, Malus, Prunus, 
and Pyrus

Sample plants and rootstocks of these genera when imported from 
Belgium, France, Germany, Guernsey, Isle of Man, Jersey, the 
Netherlands, or the United Kingdom. Sample once a season for each 
clone or rootstock imported from a particular nursery.

For example, if early in the season you receive a shipment containing 
M26, M9, and MM107 Malus rootstocks from a specific nursery, 
submit samples from each of these varieties. However, if during the 
same shipping season you receive more shipments containing one of 
these three varieties from that nursery, it is unnecessary to sample 
them.

Use this sampling scheme:

Follow these steps to submit your sample:

Step 1—Wrap the roots in damp paper towels.

Step 2—Place each article that has its roots wrapped in a plastic bag.

Step 3—Tag each sample and identify the importer, exporter, variety 
and the Plant inspection Station Reference Number.

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A Note on Canadian Grown Nursery Stock Including Seeds
Restricted articles from Canada must be accompanied by a 
phytosanitary certificate of inspection. However, there are some 
exceptions for the requirement for phytosanitary certification:

◆ Greenhouse-grown plants with a certificate of inspection

◆ Small lots of seed accompanied by and in compliance with a 
Small Lots of Seed Permit Seed

◆ Canadian seeds with alternative documents (PPQ Form 925, 
CFIA Form 5289, or CFIA Form 5309).]

A Note on Canadian Grown Trees and Shrubs

Trees and Shrubs in General
Trees and shrubs, other than those that are green house grown, that 
originated in a Canadian area infested with gypsy moth, must be 
accompanied by an officially endorsed Canadian phytosanitary 
certificate that includes an additional declaration confirming that the 
trees or shrubs have been inspected and found free of gypsy moth or 
that the trees or shrubs have been treated for gypsy moth in 
accordance with the Plant Protection and Quarantine Treatment 
Manual. 

Trees and shrubs, other than those that are green house grown, that 
originated in a Canadian area that is not infested with gypsy moth, 
must be accompanied by a Canadian certification of origin stating that 
the trees or shrubs were produced in an area of Canada where gypsy 
moth is not known to occur.

Ash Trees
Ash trees (Fraxinus spp.) and other propagative material, except seeds, 
other than those that are green house grown, from counties regulated 
by the Canadian government because of Emerald Ash Borer, are 
prohibited importation into the United States. Access this web site to 
keep current with the distribution of this pest in Canada (At the time 
of this revision only the County of Essex in the Province of Ontario was 
infested):

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A Note on Plants from Israel
Plants (except bulbs, dormant herbaceous perennials and seeds) from 
Israel must be accompanied by a phytosanitary certificate containing 
an additional declaration that the plants were produced in an 
approved Israeli production site and that the production site is 
operated by a grower participating in the export program for plants 
established by the national plant protection organization of Israel.

A Note on Countries Regulated for Potato Cyst Nematodes
37-5(a) articles for planting except seeds, unrooted cuttings, and 
articles collected from the wild, from a country listed below must be 
accompanied by a phytosanitary certificate containing an additional 
declaration that the articles offered for importation were grown on 
land that has been sampled and microscopically inspected by the 
plant protection organization of the country of origin and found to be 
free from the potato cyst nematodes Globodera rostochiensis and 
Globodera pallida:

The countries infested with potato cyst nematodes are: Algeria, 
Argentina, Armenia, Australia, Austria, Azerbaijan, Azores, Belarus, 
Belgium, Bolivia, Bulgaria, Canada (regulated areas 3), Channel 
Islands, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Crete, Croatia, Cyprus, Czech 
Republic, Denmark (including Faeroe Islands), Ecuador, Egypt, 
Estonia, Finland, France, Georgia, Germany, Great Britain, Greece, 
Guernsey, Hungary, Iceland, India, Ireland, Italy, Japan, Jersey, 
Jordan, Latvia, Lebanon, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Kazakhstan, 
Kyrgyzstan, Malta, Mexico, Republic of Moldova, Montenegro, 
Morocco, the Netherlands, New Zealand, Northern Ireland, Norway, 
Pakistan, Panama, Peru, the Philippines, Poland, Portugal, Russian 
Federation, Serbia, South Africa, Spain (including Canary Islands), 
Slovakia, Slovenia, Sweden, Switzerland, Tajikistan, Tunisia, 
Turkmenistan, Ukraine, Uzbekistan, and Venezuela.

3 The areas in Canada infested with PCNs are:

◆  Alberta: A farm unit and associated land located near the municipality of Fort Saskatchewan; and 
a farm unit and associated land located near the municipality of Spruce Grove

◆  British Columbia:  That portion of the Municipality of Central Saanich on Vancouver Island, east of 
the West Saanich Road

◆  Newfoundland and Labrador:  The entire island of Newfoundland
◆  Quebec:  The municipality of St. Amable
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A Note on Epiphytic Plants 
Epiphytic plants 4 (including orchid plants) may be established solely 
on tree fern slabs, coconut husks, coconut fiber, new clay pots, or new 
wooden baskets.  New wooden baskets must meet all applicable 
requirements for logs, lumber, and other unmanufactured wood 
articles

A Note on Protocol for Inspection of Embedded Seed
This protocol is for the importation of commercial shipments of the 
articles listed above, except for Canadian origin seed (see 7CFR 361). 
Currently, the listed articles are not admissible because the seed can 
not be properly inspected. Under this protocol, authorized officials in 
the exporting country will draw official seed samples from lots of seed 
before processing in the country of origin. The unprocessed samples 
will accompany the shipment of processed seed, and will be presented 
for inspection by Customs and Border Protection-Agriculture 
Inspection (CBP-AI) at the port of entry. If the samples are free of 
quarantine significant species5, plant pests, soil and Federal noxious 
weeds, CBP-AI will release the shipment. If CBP-AI inspectors find 
quarantine significant species, plant pests, soil, or Federal noxious 
weeds in the sample, they will refuse entry to the shipment.

Procedure
Importers wishing to participate in this program must comply with the 
following protocol:

◆ Only seed which is allowed entry to the United States without 
treatment or other restrictions may be considered under this 
program.

◆ Each shipment must be accompanied by a phytosanitary 
certificate issued by an authorized official of the foreign 
government of origin.

◆ An authorized official of the foreign government must sample 
each lot of seed before the seed is processed. Sampling methods 
must comply with the International Seed Testing Association 
(ISTA) requirements, which satisfy Federal Seed Act (FSA) 
procedures. The sample must be sealed or verified as sealed by 
the sampler and identified with the marks of the lot(s) sampled. 
Sealed means the container in which the seed is held is closed in 

4 An epiphytic plant is one that derives moisture and nutrients from the air and rain; if it grows on another 
plant, it is not parasitic on it

5 A quarantine significant species is one regulated because it is a pathway for a plant pest that is difficult 
to detect. For example, corn and corn relative seeds are prohibited from certain countries because they 
may be associated with certain injurious insects and diseases.
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A Note on Protocol for Inspection of Embedded Seed 
such a way that it cannot be opened to gain access to the seed 
and closed again without either destroying the seal or leaving 
evidence of tampering.

◆ The sealed sample(s) must accompany the seed shipment in a 
package clearly marked for CPB-AI inspection and placed in a 
conspicuous location, such as the doors of the shipping 
container.

◆ The shipment must be accompanied by an importer document, 
such as an International Seed Testing Association (ISTA) 
certificate, declaring the sample was taken by a government 
authorized official and the method of sampling complies with 
ISTA requirements. The seal number or other distinguishing 
marks of the sample must be on the documentation.

◆ CBP-AI inspectors will inspect the sample at the port of entry 
using the same inspection procedures, less sampling, currently 
used for imported seed shipments. CBP-AI inspectors will 
examine the sample for soil, Federal noxious weeds, quarantine 
significant species and plant pests. If they find quarantine 
significant species, Federal noxious weeds, plant pests, or soil   
beyond tolerance in the sample, they will refuse entry to the 
shipment. The inspectors will take a small (10-25 seeds) sample 
of processed seed, remove the covering (coating, tape, etc.), and 
compare the seed to the uncoated sample. The sample must 
match the shipment, same type and size of seed. If the inspectors 
detect obvious differences, they will refuse entry to the shipment. 
If the small coated sample matches the uncoated sample, and 
the samples are free of plant pests, soil, quarantine-significant 
species and Federal noxious weeds, the shipment will be 
released.

Importers interested in participating in this program should submit a 
permit application (PPQ form 587) including the name of the exporting 
country’s plant protection organization and the individual who will 
sample the seed. Send the request to USDA, APHIS, PPQ, Permit Unit, 
4700 River Road Unit 133, Riverdale, Maryland 20737.

5 Characterization of Genera 
For the Q-37 Prohibition on 
Herbaceous Fabaceae 1

Overview
Under the plants for planting regulations, 7 CFR 319.37-2, 
herbaceous species of Fabaceae (also known as Leguminosae) are 
prohibited from all countries except Canada because of their 
association with a diversity of diseases.  This prohibition excludes 
seed.

How to Use the Table
If the genus is listed as “Woody,” then all species within the genus are 
generally admissible, subject to the other provisions of 7 CFR 319.37, 
e.g., size/age restrictions, permit requirements, and phytosanitary 
certification. 

If the genus is listed as “Herbaceous,” then all vegetative propagules 
are prohibited from all countries except Canada. 

If the genus is listed as “Both Woody and Herbaceous”, then some of 
its species are herbaceous and some of its species are woody.  Go to 
the International Legume Database & Information Service (ILDIS) 
website (http://www.ildis.org/) and look up the species being 
imported to determine if the species is woody (generally admissible) or 
herbaceous (prohibited).

Introduction
28,000 species of plants are protected by the Convention on 
International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora 
(CITES) against over-exploitation through international trade.  These 
'endangered' species are listed in three CITES Appendices and have 
been also listed in the Reference Section to the List Regulated Plant 
Material . 

To conserve our Nation’s threatened and endangered plants, we have 
also entered the Genera and species that have been listed under the 
Endangered Species Act (ESA). 

What follows is an Interpretation Reference used in tandem with 
CITES and a List of Designated Ports for plants protected by both 
CITES and ESA.

Appendices I, II and III 

valid from 13 September 2007 

Interpretation

1. Species included in these Appendices are referred to:  
 a) by the name of the species; or 
 b) as being all of the species included in a higher taxon or designated part thereof.  

2. The abbreviation “spp.” is used to denote all species of a higher taxon.  

3. Other references to taxa higher than species are for the purposes of information or classification only. The 
common names included after the scientific names of families are for reference only. They are intended to 
indicate the species within the family concerned that are included in the Appendices. In most cases this is not 
all of the species within the family.  

4. The following abbreviations are used for plant taxa below the level of species:  

a) “ssp.” is used to denote subspecies; and  
b) “var(s).” is used to denote variety (varieties).  

5. As none of the species or higher taxa of FLORA included in Appendix I is annotated to the effect that its 
hybrids shall be treated in accordance with the provisions of Article III of the Convention, this means that 
artificially propagated hybrids produced from one or more of these species or taxa may be traded with a 
certificate of artificial propagation, and that seeds and pollen (including pollinia), cut flowers, seedling or 
tissue cultures obtained in vitro, in solid or liquid media, transported in sterile containers of these hybrids are 
not subject to the provisions of the Convention.  

6. The names of the countries in parentheses placed against the names of species in Appendix III are those of 
the Parties submitting these species for inclusion in this Appendix.  

7. When a species is included in one of the Appendices, all parts and derivatives of the species are also 
included in the same Appendix unless the species is annotated to indicate that only specific parts and 
derivatives are included. The symbol # followed by a number placed against the name of a species or higher 
taxon included in Appendix II or III refers to a footnote that indicates the parts or derivatives of plants that are 
designated as 'specimens' subject to the provisions of the Convention in accordance with Article I, paragraph 
(b), subparagraph (iii).

Annotations to the Appendixes (plants only) 

6. Artificially propagated specimens of the following hybrids and/or cultivars are not subject to the provisions of the 
Convention: 

- Hatiora x graeseri
- Schlumbergera x buckleyi
- Schlumbergera russelliana x Schlumbergera truncata
- Schlumbergera orssichiana x Schlumbergera truncata 
- Schlumbergera opuntioides x Schlumbergera truncata 
- Schlumbergera truncata (cultivars) 
- Cactaceae spp. colour mutants lacking chlorophyll, grafted on the following grafting stocks: Harrisia 'Jusbertii',
Hylocereus trigonus or Hylocereus undatus
Opuntia microdasys (cultivars). 

7. Artificially propagated hybrids of the following genera are not subject to the provisions of the Convention, if 
conditions, as indicated under a) and b), are met: Cymbidium, Dendrobium, Phalaenopsis and Vanda:
a) Specimens are readily recognizable as artificially propagated and do not show any signs of having been collected 
in the wild such as mechanical damage or strong dehydration resulting from collection, irregular growth and 
heterogeneous size and shape within a taxon and shipment, algae or other epiphyllous organisms adhering to 
leaves, or damage by insects or other pests; and  
b) i) when shipped in non-flowering state, the specimens must be traded in shipments consisting of individual 
containers (such as cartons, boxes, crates or individual shelves of CC-containers) each containing 20 or more plants 
of the same hybrid; the plants within each container must exhibit a high degree of uniformity and healthiness; and the 
shipment must be accompanied by documentation, such as an invoice, which clearly states the number of plants of 
each hybrid; or  
ii) when shipped in flowering state, with at least one fully open flower per specimen, no minimum number of 
specimens per shipment is required but specimens must be professionally processed for commercial retail sale, e.g. 
labeled with printed labels or packaged with printed packages indicating the name of the hybrid and the country of 
final processing. This should be clearly visible and allow easy verification.  

Plants not clearly qualifying for the exemption must be accompanied by appropriate CITES documents.  

8. Artificially propagated specimens of cultivars of Cyclamen persicum are not subject to the provisions of the 
Convention. However, the exemption does not apply to such specimens traded as dormant tubers. 

9. Artificially propagated hybrids and cultivars of Taxus cuspidata, live, in pots or other small containers, each 
consignment being accompanied by a label or document stating the name of the taxon or taxa and the text 'artificially 
propagated', are not subject to the provisions of the Convention. 

#1 All parts and derivatives, except:
a) seeds, spores and pollen (including pollinia); 
b) seedling or tissue cultures obtained in vitro, in solid or liquid media, transported in sterile containers; 
c) cut flowers of artificially propagated plants; and 
d) fruits and parts and derivatives thereof of artificially propagated plants of the genus Vanilla.

#2 All parts and derivatives except:
a) seeds and pollen; and 
b) finished products packaged and ready for retail trade. 

#3 Whole and sliced roots and parts of roots. 

#4 All parts and derivatives, except:
a) seeds, except those from Mexican cacti originating in Mexico, and pollen; 
b) seedling or tissue cultures obtained in vitro, in solid or liquid media, transported in sterile containers; 
c) cut flowers of artificially propagated plants; 
d) fruits and parts and derivatives thereof of naturalized or artificially propagated plants; and 
e) separate stem joints (pads) and parts and derivatives thereof of naturalized or artificially propagated plants of the genus 
Opuntia subgenus Opuntia.

#5 Logs, sawn wood and veneer sheets. 

#6 Logs, sawn wood, veneer sheets and plywood. 

#7 Logs, wood-chips, powder and extracts. 

#8 Underground parts (i.e. roots, rhizomes): whole, parts and powdered. 

#9 All parts and derivatives except those bearing a label, “Produced from Hoodia spp. material obtained through controlled 
harvesting and production in collaboration with the CITES Management Authorities of Botswana/Namibia/South Africa under 
agreement no. BW/NA/ZA xxxxxxî.” 

#10 Logs, sawn wood, veneer sheets, including unfinished wood articles used for the fabrication of bows for stringed musical 
instruments.

Overview
Genera and species of plants with dormant, underground portions 
that conform to the definition of “Bulb,” as given in 7CFR 319.37, are 
listed in Table 7-2. “Bulbs” in Table 7-2 are listed with the annotation 
“B.” Bulbs must be listed in Table 7-2 before they are considered for 
preclearance.

Also underground portions of dormant perennials that are not 
regulated as bulbs are listed in Table 7-2. “Dormant Perennials” in 
Table 7-2 are listed with the annotation “DP.” Dormant perennials 
must be listed in Table 7-2 before they are considered for 
preclearance.

In all cases, if underground portions of plants are

◆ not listed in the Reference Section or

◆ show signs of new growth, not dormant,

they should not be regulated as bulbs or dormant perennials and 
should be sent to a Plant Inspection Station as nursery stock.

Use the following table, Table 7-1, to start the process of regulating 
“Bulbs” and “Dormant Perennials”

Unless the bulbs and dormant perennials are precleared, they are 
subject to inspection on arrival. Bulbs must also be accompanied by a 
Phytosanitary Certificate from the plant protection service of the 
country of origin, including an additional declaration for freedom of 
potato cyst nematodes from specified countries. Following is a list of 
bulbs and dormant perennials that are exempt from Phytosanitary 
Certification and inspection:

◆ A label on mail-order shipments with the words “Pre-cleared 
Flower Bulbs as per Phytosanitary Certificate” with the 
Phytosanitary Certificate number inserted at the top right., At 
this time, used by one company in the Netherlands. 

◆ A special certificate from the Netherlands that lists a serial 
number, the scientific name of the bulb, the country of its origin, 
and a date on which the special certificate expires.

◆ Bulbs accompanied by a PPQ Form 203, or a telex (Chile) that 
verifies the shipment has been precleared. Also, applicable 
CITES documents will accompany these shipments.

All of the bulb shipments noted above are precleared unless the port of 
entry is notified otherwise by the International Services', IS office in 
The Netherlands. 

Common Diseases and Injuries
Commercial entries of bulbs with appreciable freezing, heating, or 
physical injury or with more than 8 percent of any one variety in a 
shipment infected with such common diseases as Cylindrocarpon 
radicicola, Pseudomonas marginata, Septoria gladioli, Stromatinia 
gladioli, Thielaviopsis basicola, and species of Aspergillus, Botrytis, 
Fusarium, Papulospora, Penicillium, and Rhizopus should be reported 
to the importer or the broker handling the shipment.

The importer is thus afforded an opportunity to refuse or recondition 
the shipment, saving on entry charges and further transportation. 
Should the shipment be consigned to a State that is known to make a 
practice of condemning such shipments at destination, the importer 
should be so informed. In case of shipments cleared abroad, physical 
injuries and common diseases will be within these tolerances at the 
time of inspection.

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8 Glossary 1

Bulb—The portion of a plant commonly known as a bulb, bulbil, 
bulblet, corm, cormel, rhizome, tuber, or pip, and including fleshy 
roots or other underground fleshy growths, a unit of which produces 
an individual plant.

Deputy Administrator—The Deputy Administrator of the Animal and 
Plant Health Inspection Service, U.S. Department of Agriculture for 
the Plant Protection and Quarantine Programs, or any other officer or 
employee of the Department to whom authority to act in his/her stead 
has been or may hereafter be delegated.

Disease—The term in addition to its common meaning, includes a 
disease agent which incites a disease.

Earth—The softer matter composing part of the surface of the globe, in 
distinction from the firm rock, and including the soil and subsoil, as 
well as finely divided rock and other soil formation materials down to 
the rock layer.

Europe—The continent of Europe, the British Isles, Iceland, the 
Azores, and the islands in the Mediterranean Sea. From. An article is 
considered to be “from” any country or locality in which it was grown. 
Provided, That an article imported into Canada from an-other country 
or locality shall be considered as being solely from Canada if it meets 
the following conditions:

◆ It is imported into the United States directly from Canada after 
having been grown for at least 1 year in Canada,

◆ It has never been grown in a country from which it would be a 
prohibited article or grown in a country other than Canada from 
which it would be subject to conditions of § 319.37-5, c, d, e, f, g, 
h, i, j, k, l, or, m of this subpart, or subject to conditions of § 
319.37-6 of this subpart, 

◆ It was not grown in a country or locality from which it would be 
subject to conditions of § 319.37-7 of this sub-part unless it was 
grown in Canada under postentry growing conditions equivalent 
to those specified in § 319.37-7 3 of this subpart, and 

◆ It was not imported into Canada in growing media.
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Indexing—A procedure for using plant material or its extracts to 
determine the presence or absence of one or more pests in or on the 
tested plant mate-rial. For the purposes of this subpart, indexing is 
performed in foreign countries to test the parent stock of designated 
articles that must meet special foreign inspection and certification 
requirements in accordance with § 319.37-5 to be eligible for 
importation into the United States. The results of indexing tests are 
used by the plant protection services of foreign countries to issue 
phytosanitary certificates declaring plant articles free of specified 
diseases. The following indexing procedures are authorized for use 
with the specified plant genera, if the procedures are per-formed using 
protocols acceptable to   Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service, 
USDA § 319.37-1 the plant protection service that issues 
phytosanitary certificates based on them: mechanical transmission of 
the pest to an indicator plant for Dianthus, Malus, Prunus, Rubus, 
and Syringa; graft transmission of the pest to an indicator plant for 
Chaenomeles, Cydonia, Malus, Prunus, Pyrus, Rubus, and Syringa; 
serology for Dianthus, Malus, Prunus, Pyrus, Rubus, and Syringa; 
electron microscopy for Dianthus and Prunus, and nucleic acid probes 
for Chaenomeles, Cydonia, Malus, and Pyrus. 

Inspector—Any individual authorized by the Administrator of APHIS 
or the Commissioner of Customs and Border Protection, Department 
of Homeland Security, to enforce the regulations in this part. 

Nursery stock—All field-grown florist’s stock, trees, shrubs, vines, 
cuttings, grafts, scions, buds, fruit pits, and other seeds of fruit and 
ornamental trees or shrubs, and other plants and plant products for 
propagation, except field, vegetable, and flower seeds, bedding plants, 
and other herbaceous plants, bulbs, and roots.

Oceania—The islands of Micronesia, Melanesia, and Polynesia, except 
Hawaii, Guam, and the Northern Mariana Islands in the central and 
southern Pacific Ocean. 

Person—Any individual, partnership, corporation, association, joint 
venture, or other legal entity.

Phytosanitary certificate of inspection—A document relating to a 
restricted article, which is issued by a plant protection official of the 
country in which the restricted article was grown, which is issued not 
more than 45 days prior to shipment of the restricted article from the 
country in which grown, which is addressed to the plant protection 
service of the United States, Plant Protection and Quarantine 
Programs, which contains a description of the restricted article 
intended to be imported into the United States, which certifies that the 
article has been thoroughly inspected, is believed to be free from 
injurious plant diseases, injurious insect pests, and other plant pests,

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and is otherwise believed to be eligible for importation pursuant to the 
current phytosanitary laws and regulations of the United States, and 
which contains any specific additional declarations required under 
this subpart.

Plant—Any plant (including any plant part) for or capable of 
propagation, including a tree, a tissue culture, a plantlet culture, 
pollen, a shrub, a vine, a cutting, a graft, a scion, a bud, a bulb, a root, 
and a seed

Plant pest—Any living stage of any of the following that can directly or 
indirectly injure, cause damage to, or cause disease in any plant or 
plant product: A protozoan, a nonhuman animal, a parasitic plant, a 
bacterium, a fungus, a virus or viroid, an infectious agent or other 
pathogen, or any article similar to or allied with any of these articles.

Plant Protection and Quarantine Programs—The organizational unit 
within the Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service, U.S. 
Department of Agriculture, delegated responsibility for enforcing 
provisions of the Plant Quarantine Act, the Federal Plant Pest Act, and 
related laws, and regulations promulgated thereunder.

Port of first arrival—The land area, such as a seaport, airport, or land 
border station where a person, or a land, water, or air vehicle, first 
arrives after entering the territory of the United States, and where 
inspection of articles is carried out by inspectors.

Potable water—Water which is approved for drinking purposes by the 
national or local health authority having jurisdiction.

Preclearance—Phytosanitary inspection and/or clearance in the 
country in which the articles were grown, performed by or under the 
regular supervision of APHIS.

Prohibited article—Any nursery stock, plant, root, bulb, seed, or other 
plant product designated in § 319.37-2, a or, b, except wood articles 
regulated under §§319.40-1 through 319.40-11, “Subpart-Logs, 
Lumber, and Other Unmanufactured Wood Articles.”

Regulated Plant—Any gymnosperm, angiosperm, fern, or fern ally. 
Gymnosperms include cycads, conifers, and gingko. Angiosperms 
include any flowering plant. Fern allies include club mosses, 
horsetails, whisk ferns, spike mosses, and quillworts.
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Restricted article—Any regulated plant, root, bulb, seed, or other 
plant product for or capable of propagation, excluding any prohibited 
articles listed in § 319.37-2(a) or (b), and excluding any articles 
regulated in §§ 319.8 through 319.24 or 319.41 through 319.74-4 and 
any articles regulated in & CFR 360.

Secretary—The Secretary of Agriculture, or any other officer or 
employee of the Department of Agriculture to whom authority to act in 
his/her stead has been or may hereafter be delegated.

Soil—The loose surface material of the earth in which plants, trees, 
and shrubs grow, in most cases consisting of disintegrated rock with 
an admixture of organic material and soluble salts.

Solanum spp. true seed—Seed produced by flowers of Solanum 
capable of germinating and producing new Solanum plants, as 
distinguished from Solanum tubers, whole or cut, that are referred to 
as Solanum seeds or seed potatoes.

Spp., species —All species, clones, cultivars, strains, varieties, and 
hybrids, of a genus.

State —Any of the several States of the United States, the 
Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands, the Commonwealth 
of Puerto Rico, the District of Columbia, Guam, the Virgin Islands of 
the United States, or any other territory or possession of the United 
States.

State Plant Regulatory Official—The official authorized by the State to 
sign agreements with Federal agencies involving operations of the 
State plant protection agency.

United States—All of the States.
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
