COAST GUARDSMEN ALSO INSPECT SHIPS TO MAKE SURE THEY ARE

PROPELLER THAT WAS BIGGER THAN HE WAS. WHEN SHIPS ARE SAFE,

AFTER QUR BOAT RIDE, WE WENT INSIDE A REAL JET
