naturalization index for parts of Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, 
and Wlsconsin; and Indian censuses for Michigan, 
Minnesota, and Wisconsin. 

H Of general historical interest -Territorial papers; the 
Mathew Brady Collection of Civil War photographs; 
German records captured at the end of World War 11; 
records of U.S. diplomatic missions, the Revolutionary 
and Civil Wars, the Government's administration of 
Indian affairs, and the U.S. Supreme Court; records 
documenting the unexplained loss of Air Force flight #IS 
in the Bermuda Triangle, 1945; and documentation of 
the Axis Powers' looting of assets, 1933-45.
