Arbitration System

O CVO QS and PQS holders must join an Arbitration Organization by May 1.
O Arbitration Organizations submit Annual Arbitration Organization Report to NMFS by May 1.
O Arbitration Organizations select the Market Analyst, Formula Arbitrator, and Contract Arbitrators and
notify NMFS by June 1.
O The Market Report produced by the Market Analyst and Non-Binding Price Formula produced by the
Formula Arbitrator must be completed and a copy provided to NMFS by:
QJune 25 for the Aleutian Island golden king crab fishery, and
QAugust 25 for the red king crab, Tanner, and snow crab fisheries.
O Conclude all Binding Arbitrations by the end of the crab fishing year, June 30.
