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FERC ESTABLISHESELECTRONIC REGISTRATION SYSTEM

The Federd Energy Regulatory Commission has established a systemn of eectronic
regidration (eRegigration) for individuas and companies submitting documents to, and
receiving documents from, the Commission.

The new[eRegigtration|system will give FERC's customers a central entry point for
business with the Commission’s publicly accessible eectronic gpplications. These

gpplications, collectively known as FERC Online, will provide customers with awide range
of capabilitiesto interact and transact business with FERC eectronicdly.

Individuas who register will be able to update their own persond informetion in the
eRegidration system, which will keep FERC service lists up-to-date.

Effective today, theleRegistration]system is available on avoluntary besis, and will
become mandatory on January 7, 2003. The Commission strongly encourages customers

to register well in advance of the effective date so they can familiarize themsdves with the
Ssystem.
