Line 6 - Brokering and dealing investment company securities, includes mutual funds or open-end funds, closed-end
funds, unit investment trusts, fixed-income funds, equity funds, and balanced funds.

 
 
Line 7 - Brokering and dealing other investment company funds, not elsewhere specified, includes commodity pools,
face-amount certificates, real estate investment trusts (REITs), and individual loans.

 
 
Line 8 - Services performed by a broker/dealer that has access to a particular securities exchange for another
brokerage that does not.
