ORDER GRANTING JOINT MOTION FOR BRIEFING ON REMAND

On July 28, 2008, the Court of Appeals for the Fifth Circuit issued its Mandate
remanding this action to the Federal Trade Commission “for modification of subsection 11.A.2 of
the remedial order in a manner consistent with this opinion.” On August 1, 2008, Respondent
and Complaint Counsel filed a Joint Proposal for Briefing on Remand (hereinafter “Joint
Motion”).

IT ISFURTHER ORDERED THAT Respondent shall file its Answering Brief, which
shall not exceed 2,500 words in length, no later than August 29, 2008; and

IT ISFURTHER ORDERED THAT Complaint Counsel shall file its Reply Brief,
which shall not exceed 1,250 words in length, no later than September 9, 2009.
