AMERICAN HOME PRODUCTS CORPORATION’S MOTION TO 
QUASH TWO SUBPOENAS AD TESTIFICANDUM SERVED ON 
AHP AFTER AHP’S WITHDRAWAL FROM ADJUDICATION 
AND, IN THE ALTERNATIVE, FOR PROTECTIVE ORDER 

Pursuant to Rule 3.34(c) of the Federal Trade Commission’s Rules of Practice, 16
