In addition, counsel shall address any
anticipated motions, including but not limited to motions respecting Respondent’s
affirmative defenses challenging the legal viability of the pleaded relevant market and of
the Complaint. Proposed briefing and oral argument dates should be submitted for all
anticipated motions.

4. Amendment of Pleadings: The extent to which parties, claims, or defenses are expected
to be added or dismissed and a proposed deadline for amending the pleadings.
