The Providence VA Medical Center has a Health Care for Homeless Veterans (HCHV) Coordinator who is
responsible for helping homeless veterans access VA and community-based care. HCHV provides outreach to
veterans released from prison through Crossroads Rhode Island. The HCHYV program provides outreach,
clinical assessments and referrals for medical and mental health care, long-term transitional residential
assistance, case management and employment assistance with linkage to permanent housing.
