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Willamette Valley Genealogical Society’s DNA
Project

WYVGS has started a DNA Project for both men and

women. To join under WVGS...

1. Go to the State Library URL at: http://oregon.
gov/OSL/GRES/genealogy.shtml

2. Click on Genealogy Research on the left.

3. Click on WVGS DNA Project

4. Click on the Family Tree DNA icon in the middle
of the page.

5. Scroll to the bottom of the next page and complete
the form

6. Click CONTINUE to complete the next screen

7. Be sure to click only once when you are done so
you order just one test.

You will receive a confirmation in your email box that

your order was taken. Remember: Only men can or-

der the Y-DNA test, but both men and women can

order the mtDNA. It is cheaper to order the Y-DNA 37

marker test as it will tell you that you have a common

ancestor within genealogical time for persons you match.

Lesser tests (12 markers) provide information on older

ancestors prior to 600 years ago. However, you may wish

to start small and upgrade. For the mtDNA order both the

HVR1 and HVR2 panels (mtDNA plus) as this will give

you the best information on your ethnic origins. Again,

you can start small and upgrade, if needed.

The DNA Project is open to anyone, not just
WVGS members. You are not charged until
you send in your test Kit. You can do the DNA
testing through WVGS and submit it to other
groups.

Emily Aulicino was the speaker for our program in
September. Emily is the Northwest Regional Coordi-
nator and Speaker for ISOGG (International Society
of Genetic Genealogy) and our DNA Project Coor-
dinator. She answered questions on DNA testing
and results. Family Tree DNA has three people
look at the testing results, and you can have them
retest if the results seem too odd. For 37 markers, if
no more than 3 markers are off by 1, you are related
in the last 300 years. Markers can and do mutate.
Paperwork has to support genetics. For males test-
ing Y-DNA, you are tracing your direct male line
only. For females testing mtDNA, you are tracing
your direct female line only. You may have to
move back a generation or two to look for a trail on
brothers, sisters, or cousins.
