Project Eligibility and Regional Priorities

September 2007 

Eligibility Requirements:  Expenditure of the funds is limited to projects that result in wetland restoration, creation or enhancement. Acquisition of land or easements may be included as necessary to conduct proposed restoration, creation or enhancement. Acquisition alone does not qualify. There must be a net gain of wetland functions proposed as part of the project.

Project Location Priorities:  Oregon Administrative Rules (OAR 141-085-0156(2)) requires that DSL expend funds in the geographic region
 in which the impacts occur. The following basins have accumulated impacts and are targeted for high priority funding, although projects in other basins will be considered as funds allow. Specific watersheds within each basin that have experienced higher acreages of impact are listed below. If we receive a number of applications in a particular basin, preference may be given to projects within the specific watershed.
