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. Introduction

The Veterans Affairs Information Resource Center (VIReC) produced the VIReC

Research User Guide: FY2006 VHA Medical SAS®* Outpatient Datasets. VIReC is a
national resource center of the Health Services Research and Development Service
(HSR&D), U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs (VA). This edition of the guide
describes the Fiscal Year (FY) 2006 Medical SAS Datasets for outpatient care in the
Veterans Health Administration (VHA). VIReC issues this guide to assist health services
researchers and other users of these data in understanding the availability and definitions
of the stored variables within the datasets.

VIReC issued the first edition of a research user guide to VHA outpatient care data in
March 2000 describing the FY1999 Medical SAS Datasets.> VIReC issued a companion
guide to VHA inpatient care data in March 2000 as well, and updated guides and select
variable frequencies have been produced since then. 2 The VIReC research user guides
grew from the work by Martha Beattie, Ph.D., Ralph W. Swindle, Ph.D., Lynn A.
Tomko, B.A., and other authors of the five-volume Department of Veterans Affairs
Database Resources Guide, an effort supported by the VA Health Services Research and
Development Service through the Service Directed Research project #91-009 awarded to
Ralph Swindle.

Using the Guide

This guide is divided into the four main sections listed below. The guide includes
additional documents as appendices.

e Overview of the FY2006 Medical SAS Outpatient Datasets. Chapter Il provides a
brief description of each of the current datasets, including naming conventions, sort
order, and observation (record) and variable counts.

o Variables and Their Dataset Locations. Chapter Il is a table of all variables in the
FY2006 Outpatient Datasets indicating in which datasets each variable occurs.

e Variable One-Page Descriptions. Chapter IV presents a one-page description for
each variable in the datasets for this fiscal year. The description includes a table with
the following information, when applicable.

This indicates if the variable is numeric or character.

This is the name of the print format, if there is one. The print
format name is from the Format Library for the file. Date
variables have SAS-defined print formats. Instructions for
downloading a SAS format library to be used with the
Medical SAS Datasets can be found on the Intranet. The
National Patient Care Database (NPCD) Intranet Web site
updates the SAS Format Library after every SAS Outpatient
build.

This is the label for the variable as it appears in the Medical
SAS dataset.

This indicates the Medical SAS Datasets and Fiscal Years
where the variable occurs.

This is the file and field where data for the variable originate
in the VA’s decentralized clinical database, known as VistA
(Veterans Health Information Systems and Technology
Architecture). In VistA, files are identified by both a number
and a name (e.g., “Patient (2) file”), while fields are
identified by name (e.g., “Date of Birth field”). Detailed
information about the VistA applications is available online
at the VistA Document Library. An issue of VIReC Insights
(Vol. 3, No. 1) on VistA is available at the VIReC Intranet
Web site.

Where applicable, and where space allows, a second table lists the values that the
variable can assume with a description of each value. This table is in Appendix A in
cases where the possible values exceed the space available. The guide provides a
reference source to obtain the possible values and their descriptions for selected

variables.

o Works Cited. Chapter V lists publications referred to earlier in the guide.

Methods for Updating the User Guide

VIReC uses numerous sources of information to update this guide. Official records of
changes to the Medical SAS Datasets are maintained by the Corporate Franchise Data
Center (CFD) (formerly known as the Austin Automation Center (AAC)) in a section of
its National Patient Care Database (NPCD) Customer Web site. This audit trail, which
tracks changes to the inpatient and outpatient databases and to the SAS datasets, can be
found on the NPCD Intranet Web site. Notices of changes are often announced by the
CFD and NPCD staff on the HSRData listserv, an e-mail group that includes researchers,
policy makers, and information managers. Information about HSRData listserv is
available on the VIReC Intranet and Internet Web sites.
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VIReC staff makes editorial changes in response to specific user requests and in an effort
to improve the readability and usefulness of the guide. In this respect, questions
submitted to the VIReC Help Desk are reviewed to identify issues that need clarification
or expansion as well as those pertinent issues discussed on the HSRData Listserv.
Finally, our own experience as users of the Medical SAS Datasets also prompt us to
modify content and style of the information included here.

Initial drafts are reviewed for accuracy and clarity by an ad hoc group of individuals who
are data stewards, data managers, and end users. The invaluable contribution of the
reviewers this year is acknowledged in the following section.

What’s New

The Austin Automation Center is now designated as one of the VA’s Corporate Data
Centers. Its new name is Corporate Franchise Data Center (CFD) and will be used
throughout this document.

National Data Systems (NDS) made multiple changes to the Medical SAS Outpatient
datasets in fiscal years 2005 and 2006. This guide now includes documentation of the
Inpatient Encounters file. The Inpatient Encounters file captures outpatient events for
patients with inpatient status. There are also new variables in addition to other important
changes.

In FY2005, NDS created the Professional Services Encounters file, most commonly
known as the Inpatient Encounters. This SAS dataset includes outpatient procedural and
diagnostic codes for patients with inpatient status. VIReC will continue to add its
metadata to future outpatient documentation.

An overwhelming need by clinicians to connect provider information to outpatient
encounters led to the creation of the National Health Care Practitioner Database
(NHCPD). NHCPD is made up of practitioners who are attached as a provider to an
encounter or are part of the Primary Care Management Module as a primary care
provider or associate provider. While practitioner’s titles are not populated, first, middle,
and last names, social security numbers (both real and scrambled), and provider ID data
are collected. See PROVID1-PROVID10 for additional information.

NDS also expanded the procedure code variables included in the Event dataset. There
are now a total of 20 CPT code variables, (CPT1-CPT20). Sixty CPT modifier procedure
code variables were also added to the Event dataset and the Inpatient Encounters file.
The variables CPFTIMODA-CPT20MODC assign a number (1-20) and end with a letter
(A-C). Each modifier variable has a length of 2 characters and has a SAS format of
$CPTMOD. There is a limit of three unique modifiers per CPT variable. The new
variable, NCPTTOT, reflects the total number of CPT codes transmitted from the VA
Medical Center to NPCD and stored in the Oracle database.
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The variable STAGA (Station) is new to the Visit and Event datasets. They allow for
identification of a 6-digit station number in the event that a 6-digit station number would
be included in the data transmission to the Corporate Franchise Data Center. The SAS
format $STAS56L. contains station names recently approved by Congress.

Modifications to the values for CL and CL1-CL15 in FY2006 created the need for two
print formats. The member YCLINIC. reflects clinic stops for FY2005. YCLINICA.
reflects the updated clinic stops for FY2006. YCLINICA. should be used for current data
and YCLINICIC. for prior years’ data.

Following the discontinuation of the Military Sexual Trauma File in FY2006, the variable
MST joined the Event dataset. Military sexual trauma outpatient procedures, diagnostics
and providers are reflected in this variable. Other new indicator variables include
VETIND (Veteran indicator) and ERIND (Patient emergency response indicator).

I1. Overview of the FY2006 VHA Medical SAS Outpatient
Datasets

Background

Through use of a uniform set of coding instructions, software, and data files, staff
members in VHA treatment facilities across the United States and Puerto Rico record
outpatient care utilization information. The treatment facility databases that initially hold
these data are known as the local VistA (Veterans Health Information Systems and
Technologies Architecture) systems. The VA electronically transfers these data to the
Corporate Franchise Data Center (CFD) in Austin, Texas, which is the central repository
for VHA national databases. The CFD staff formats and outputs these data in SAS
datasets that are available to users who have appropriate access clearance. Further
information about the VHA Medical SAS Datasets has been published electronically.™

The Medical SAS Outpatient Datasets is the collective term for the datasets that contain
the VHA’s ambulatory care data. Encounter information is transmitted to the CFD
nightly where it is held in a queue. The CFD updates the public SAS datasets twice a
month using these queued data. In FY2005 and FY2006, the VA instructed sites to
closeout and transmit encounters for the previous month no later than the first full week
of the current month. However, CFD will accept re-transmitted encounter data until the
datasets are frozen. The CFD freezes the datasets twice a year in April and October. The
April update freezes the datasets for records between October and March. The October
update freezes the dataset for records between April and October. The CFD, at its own
discretion, has allowed the field to re-transmit all of the fiscal year data at the end of the
fiscal year in order to maintain accurate information.

As illustrated in the following figure, there are currently three Medical SAS Outpatient
Datasets produced for FY2006 that are referred to as the “Visit”, “Event”, and “Inpatient
Encounter” datasets.

Visit Dataset

The Visit dataset provides information about a day’s outpatient care encounters. The
name of the FY2006 Medical SAS Outpatient Visit dataset is
MDPPRD.MDP.SAS.SF06, containing 53,381,153 observations with 62 variables. The
sort order is by the variables SCRSSN (Scrambled Social Security Number), VIZDAY
(Date of Visit), and STASA (Five-digit numeric identifier of the VA facility where care
was provided). The dataset originated in FY1980. A record contains up to 15 clinic
stops for the day’s care. For a listing of variables contained in this dataset, see Section
[11, Variables and Their Dataset Locations.

Event Dataset

The Event dataset provides information about each encounter (clinic stop) during a day’s
outpatient care, identifying the specific location of encounters with the VA station suffix
as well as the parent station 3-digit code. The name of the FY2006 Medical SAS
Outpatient Event dataset is MDPPRD.MDP.SAS.SEO06, and it contains 77,685,321
observations with 162 variables. The sort order is by the variables SCRSSN (Scrambled
Social Security Number), VIZDAY (Date of visit), and STA5A (Five-digit numeric
identifier of the VA facility where care was provided). The dataset originated in FY1997.
There is one observation (record) per outpatient encounter, with no limit on the number
of clinic stops reported. Note: The Visit and Event datasets will not agree on clinic
stop volumes. For a listing of variables contained in this dataset, see Section Il
Variables and Their Dataset Locations.

(NEW) Inpatient Encounters Dataset

The Inpatient Encounters dataset provides information about each outpatient encounter
during inpatient care. The name of the FY2006 Inpatient Encounters dataset is
MDPPRD.MDP.SAS.IE06, containing 6,520,457 observations with 172 variables. The
sort order is by the variables SCRSSN (Scrambled Social Security Number), VIZDAY
(Date of Visit), and STAGA (Six-digit numeric substation identifier). The dataset
originated in FY2005. Similar to the Event file, there is one observation (record) per
outpatient encounter, with no limit on the number of clinic stops reported.

Other Outpatient Datasets
Procedure Dataset. This dataset, which contains CPT-4° outpatient procedure
information, has not been generated since FY2001. All of the variables contained in this

dataset can be found in the Event dataset. For a detailed description of this dataset, refer
to previous fiscal years’ resource guides.
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Diagnosis Dataset. This dataset, which contains outpatient ICD-9-CM*’ diagnosis
information, has not been generated since FY2001. All of the variables contained in this
dataset can be found in the Event dataset. For a detailed description of this dataset,
please refer to previous fiscal years’ resource guides.

Dataset Closeouts

Most research users of the Medical SAS datasets utilize the fiscal year data files. CFD
accumulates and constructs the annual datasets over time, as noted below. Throughout a
given fiscal year, the data in the Medical SAS Datasets change as the transmitting
medical centers perform edits, updates, and add record entries. The policy in effect for
FY2006 for transmission of data stated that the previous month’s encounters will be
completely forwarded to the CFD by the 19" of the current month. This policy,
sometimes called the reimbursement closeout because of its association with cost
recovery deadlines, does not mean that data are not transmitted after this period. The
CFD accepts inpatient information until its fiscal year closeout on October 19. In order
to maintain accurate records, the CFD, at its own discretion, has allowed the field to re-
submit all of the fiscal year data at the end of the fiscal year. For the research user, when
to extract data will depend on the specific use of the data, but in general, researchers are
advised to use the annual datasets.

Datasets Produced Quarterly

In FY2006, CFD produced each of the datasets in smaller subsets that were stored on a
quarterly basis. The CFD then turn rolled-up the quarterly files into annual datasets after
the close of the fiscal year. The naming convention for these datasets is the dataset name
followed by QTRn (where n is the number of the fiscal quarter). The CFD eliminated the
quarterly datasets beginning in FY2007.

Datasets Kept Open for Revision

In FY2001, a new set of “revised” Medical SAS datasets were created to allow for
continued updates after the traditional closeout period ended. These datasets can
receive updates for approximately two years after the regular closeout period. A major
factor behind this decision was to allow for complete workload capture that was
traditionally lost due to late submission after closeout. The names of the “revised” set
of datasets are essentially the same as the traditional ones, with the word “REVISED”
added to it (i.e. MDPPRD.MDP.SAS.REVISED.SF06).

Veterans who are
Catastrophically Disabled and who have income above the Means Test
threshold are still required to make co-payments for their medical care.

Requesting Access to the Datasets

To gain access to the Medical SAS Datasets an approved ACRS (Automated Customer
Registration System) TIME SHARING REQUEST FORM (Form 9957) must be
submitted specifying the appropriate Functional Task Code(s) for the dataset(s) requested
to the Corporate Franchise Data Center (CFD). This is typically done through the
Information Systems Security department at your site. The CFD can provide you with
the Information Security Office (ISO) contact person at your site. A copy of this form
can be obtained through the VIReC Intranet web site.

Batch Job Service Level Categories

When submitting programs (jobs) in the IBM OS/390 mainframe environment at the
Corporate Franchise Data Center (CFD), an appropriate service level code is required to
allocate the system resources required to complete the job. The CFD currently defines
four categories of batch job service and strives to provide corresponding job turnaround,
from submission to completion, as shown. The number of tape drives and CPU time
expected can be determined from step statistics messages. The table below describes the
four service level categories and their associated system resource capacity levels.
Specific instruction on how to code the batch service level in a job is described in the Job
Control Language (JCL) example below.

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Appendix C: Frequently Asked Questions

VIReC has compiled a list of the most common Medical SAS questions submitted to the
helpdesk.

Where can | locate national data on substance abuse?

One major source for VHA substance abuse information is the Substance Use Disorders
Quality Enhancement Research Initiative (SUD-QUERI), which is under the VA’s Health
Services Research and Development Service. SUD-QUERI’s initiative is to “improve the
detection and treatment of VHA patients’ misuse of psychoactive substances by
implementing evidence-based practice”. This includes alcohol misuse in primary care,
tobacco use, and smoking cessation.

ICD-9-CM and clinic stop codes are also two major sources of data information on
alcohol and smoking cessation in the Outpatient datasets. DXLSF is responsible for the
major part of the patient’s encounter, and DXF2-DXF10 are secondary ICD-9 CM
diagnostic codes for the visit. The variables CL and CLC are the primary and secondary
clinic stop codes (respectively) and are located in both the Event and Inpatient
Encounters datasets. The Visit dataset contains CL1-CL .15 which are all primary clinic
stop codes. CL code 137 is the code for alcohol counseling and 138 is the code smoking
cessation. A complete list of CL codes can be found in Appendix A on page 95.

The VHA Rehabilitation Outcomes Research Center constructed the VA Health Care
Atlas FY2000, which compiles demographic, health care use, and VA utilization
information about the veteran population specific to the nine QUERI foci. A list of
substance abuse ICD-9 CM diagnosis codes is available at
www1.va.gov/rorc/products.cfm.

Do you have any suggestions/recommendations on how to deal with the issue of
large amount of missing data for race in the administrative records?

VIReC suggests two methods to supplement missing race data. The first method involves
combining the old and new race variables from two or more recent Medical SAS
Datasets, and the second involves supplementing VA administrative data with Medicare
data.

The institution of the new race data collection method in 2003 (from only observation to
observation and self-report) has caused inconsistencies in the values. To address this
problem, consider using the most recent or common race values and then combine the
variables from or two more recent datasets.
