THE NEW SCHOOL ZONE LAW 
IS AS EASY AS A-B-C.
Effective July 1, 2006, the speed limit 
is 20 mph or less in school zones in any of
the following situations:

THESE SIGNS MEAN SCHOOL ZONE OR CROSSING AHEAD:

A SCHOOL ZONE STARTS WITH A SIGN LIKE THIS:

AND ENDS WITH AN END SCHOOL ZONE SIGN OR POSTED SPEED SIGN:

So slow down, watch for kids and 
pedestrians, and be ready to stop. 
Remember, children are often 
unpredictable. Stop for children 
crossing or when crossing guards 
signal you to do so. 

Signs may also be posted to 

let you know that traffic fines 

are higher in a school zone.
