This fire simulation was conducted by the National Institute of Standards and Technology.  There is no audio.  The opening scene is a living room with two couches along the walls meeting in the corner of the room.  A fire starts in the corner of a couch.  The cause is unknown but a cigarette could have started it.  The fire grows in the couch and at 74 seconds soot and hot gases begin to fill the room.  At 166 seconds, soot and hot gases have filled the room within 3 feet of the ground.   At 195 seconds the room is fully involved in flames.
