large equipment and personnel on forest roads, which may lead to short delays in travel.

If you are visiting the Forest this spring or early summer please be cautious when
approaching the road blading projects as the equipment occupies the majority of the road
bed while grading.

Head, Rock Creek and Blind Stream, MacAfee Basin

Bowden Draw,
Grizzly Ridge, Green's Draw, Range Study
Begin blading roads along the Red Cloud Loop

Yellowstone, Hells Canyon Loop, Dry Gulch, and other
roads on the Duchesne Ranger District

Continue Red Cloud Loop, Liedy Peak, Trout Creek and
other roads on Vernal District

Finish Vernal District roads

Blade problem areas again such as Yellowstone, Taylor
Mountain, Pole Creek, Rock Creek, Uintah, Antelope

Finish blading all roads on the northern portion of the forest
and move to the South Unit

Timber Canyon, Reservation Ridge, and all other roads on
the South Unit west of Highway 191

All roads on the South Unit east of Highway 191 ie. Sowers,
Nuttars, Alkali, Cottonwood, Wild Horse, and Antelope

Any roads on the northern portion of the forest where
conditions warrant.
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
