one continuation project. CHP comments are
favorable and included in the application.

Status of RAG-Grantee Relationshipsg Policy:

A new set of bylaws which comply with DRMP policy has been
approved by the Regional Advisory Group and the grantee. The
acceptance by the University of Arizona, of these bylaws came
with their approval by the Univergity's Board of Regents on

July 20. Documentation of the Board of Regents' action is
expected in DRMP prior to its August 7-9 review meetings. Once
this documentation is received, the ARMP's review process can be

fully certified.

Request for Reconsideration of Council Action on May 1 Application:

ARMP requests that the action on the previous application be
reconsidered in view of "the apparent misunderstanding about
ARMP's continuing commitment for improving the availability and
accessibility of health services in medically underserved areas
in response to high priority needs identified by CHP agencies.

To that end, the Executive Committee unanimously agreed that
should the funding level requested in our May 1, 1974 application
be restored, such additional funds will be used to support that
commitment as an indication of a change in priority rating.”

The May 1 applitation requested $1,351,128. Council recommended
$860,000. The ARMP was funded at $817,146 with the condition
that the ARMP be prohibited from initiating any new activities
until it was in full compliance with the RMP Policy on Grantee-
Regional Advisory Group Responsibilities. Further, Council
noted that the RAG placed the lowest priority on the rather
successful CO0l Expansion of Health Service Sites activities
aimed at improving the availability and accessibility of health
services in medically underserved areas. There was concern that
the RAG's decision had been unduly in#luenced by a representative
of the grantee.

Critiguoe:

Arizona is considered below average for several reasons, none of
which is of recent origin. Non-compliance with DRMP guidelines
concerning grantee-~RAG relationships has made it necessary to
withhold certification of the review process of the Region: It
appears, also, that individual representatives of the grantee
may unduly influence the programmsatic direction of ARMP, includ-
ing program staff activities. ¥inally, the leadership ability
of the Coordinator is questionable.

. The RAG membership, which is appointed by the Dean of the
i Medical School, has recently bheen increased by six. The staff
appears stable.

To the Review Committee, this appeared to be a pedestrian appli-
cation. Future support of the continuing education program is '
sti1ll under study. The region needs encouragement to move cut
of the urban areas and to focus on rural health problems.

The Regional Advisory G*oup is scheduled to meet on June 20, 1974
to review new hy-laws. ARNMP staff will be in contact with the
Region to determine what progress is being made in this regaxrd.
The Committee recommends approval of the application at a reduced

Application: The Arkansas May 1 application was recommended for approval
in the reduced amount of $1,500,000 by the NAC. The funding level was

set at $1,425,255. In addition, $100,000 was awarded for the arthritis
proposal (#95).

The July 1 application request is for $816,563. If approved in its
entirety, funding would remain approximately $30,000 under the targeted
figure of $2,272,958. Eighteen new proposals are included in the package.

Six deal with improving access to primary care services for the medically
underserved population (objective 1) #97, 98, 99, 100, 101 & 102.

Three deal with coordination and/or sharing expensive secondary and
tertiary patient care resources and services (objective #2) #'s 103, 104 & 105.

Nine deal with the development of improved health delivery systems and
sharing of scarce resources (objective #3) #'s 106 through 113.

Major concerns of staffing have been rectified. The evaluation section
has completed its personnel complement by hiring one additional evaluator
(3) and three additional monitors (4). M.D. cowerage will be available
on a 100% basis. No problems with CHP.

The primary and secondary reviewers rated the overall assessment of
the Program as average at this point in time.

Critigus

This Region had been considered above average while it was under the
divection of Dr. Charles Siiverblatt. However, Dr. Silverblatt resigned
in February 1974. Reviewers were concerncd that the present staff would
not be able to significantly exnand the Pregram bevend the current
dollar level of oneration. The Search Committes has not yet recommended

a replacement for the Coord1nator but has appointed Mr. Roger Warner in
an acting capJCWt (Mr. Warner is one of the fcur candidates being
considered.) He has been with the Program for four years and has
demonstrated expertise in the monitoring and evaiumuwan aspects of the
Program. The RAZS remains intact with relatively Tittle turnover.
Relations with the CHP, the Grantea. the Arkansas Health Systems
Foundation (EHSDS Program) and the other health provider institulions
appeared to be most satisfactory.

Programmatic thrusts COVGTTHO the 10 identified “"umbrella activities"
wera considered ambitious. Several now project proposals such as
sickle cell, audiology and eroke rehabilitation were oucstxoned as to
the possibility of obtaining impact in a one-year owrlmd. Twelve other
new project propcsals were 1ﬂ€fhdud in the application.

A ciear evaluation protoco? was not included in the application. MNore
information in this area is to be expected in the July 1 app11cat1on
Elso, a clearer staffing pattern is ¢rpectad in the next appiication.

$150,000 is for the support of feasibility studles,
and $381,841 for the support of seven new proposals. The amount
requested as contractual service or fe351b111ty studies, as a
part of the program staff component, is to be used in the following
developmental activities: 1) assessment of patinet care in health
facilities (Central Indiana); 2) development of a mathematical
model of Indiana's Health Delivery System; 3) research in primary
care; 4) regionalization of continuing education for nursing home
administration; 5) regionalization of perinatal and infant care to
reduce infant loss; 6) a statewide occupational therapy consultancy
project; and 7) developmental support for regionalized home health
care services.

In the Indiana RMP May 1 application, the region requested $600,000
as a part of the Program Staff Component to support discrete
developmental activities. There were some questions as to actually
what these activities would be. On page 33, Program Staff, under

A. Specific Activities Undertaken, the region reports its progress
to date for some of the major activities i.e., EMS, (HP, Information,
Education, and Referral Programming, etc.

The region has added two highly qualified people to program staff
to assist in these and future developmental activities.

Both CHP(a) and (b) agency comments are included as a part of this
application. A negative review by one of these agencies renders
the review and approval by RAG as conditional pending the resolution

One of the major concerns of the reviewers was the apparent inability
of the region to write a proposal -- to tell their story (at least the
current document). The program staff was considered satisfactory--

they have experience.'" The RAG was considered to be in order with
appropriate back-up committees. During Janvary 1974, the region
polled its RAG, committee members and other health interested groups

to re-evaluate the IBMP objectives and priorities. Based on this,

the region plans to move ahead utilizing a series of contracts to
accomplish some of these objectives. The Indiana RMP envisions an
umbrella approach of improving the quality of medical care in the re-
maining limited time-frame.

The Missouri May 1 application was approved by the NAC in the amount of
$2,364,333 (a reduction from the request of $3,010,113). The funding
level was set at $2,246,518. The request for arthritis pilot center was
not approved. Particular attention was called to the EMS activities
which appeared fragmented. The Region advises DRMP that the Governor's
EMS Council will forward a letter to provide evidence of EMS project
approvals. (A restriction was placed on project #119 - PSRO related.)
The Region was informed of concerns regarding the proposal for 6 District
Liaison Officers to coordinate planning, and is modifying its program
budget accordingly.

Application: The Missouri application requests $1,082,381 for 23 projects
(twice the initial estimate of $500,000). To be noted is the shifting in
priority areas: Health Manpower Education and Development is first,
displacing EMS which is now fourth; second and third priority areas

relate to ambulatory care and integrated health delivery systems. Renal
disease activities are fifth.

The projects are arranged by area of program emphasis in order of
priority. The most impressive and those with greatest potential impact
are the education and manpower development activities. The ambulatory
care proposals, with the exception of a few, lack cohesiveness and the
third priority area include a number of routine base data activities
related to planning. The Region recognizes the uncertainty with regard
to the EMS activities.

The New Jersey May 1 application included a total request of $3,970,024.

The NAC approved the application in the amount of $3,190,000 and the funding
level was set at $3,031,042, to support program staff and 7 projects (two of
the latter had two parts each).

The NAC considered the program superior with an experienced and capable staff,
directed by a strong and effective RAG with broad community involvement.

July 1 Application - The July application requests $1,710,548 to support 5
program thrusts. The request is broad and comprehensive in several areas,
particularly the Health Resources Planning proposal with its 7 subcomponents.

Elements of two programmatic areas in the May application are proposed to be
advanced by this application's requests: the cost containment activity is
proposed to be extended to a preventive program for the elderly in conjunction
with the Admin. of Aging program; and hypertension is proposed to be extended
to additional screening centers.

Three "new" areas of emphasis in the application are: (1) Cultural Awareness
Program, an educational effort for groups of providers, to improve health

care as a result of better understanding (ultimately to be extended to other
Regions); (2) the Health Resources Planning proposal which comprises 7 sub-
components: RMP-CHP consortium to improve health data collection and reporting
systems, neighborhood health center management to improve efficiency and assure
continuity of care, hospital plan development (guidelines for improving
applications for Certificate of Need), ambulatory care (outpatient clinics)
cost analysis study, student health services consortium and clinical education
facilities coordination for health manpower education; (3) Consumers Health
Education-training for coordinators at pilot centers in community hospitals,
to be developed in coordination with the Rutgers Medical School.

In the main the proposals are directed at attaining the major program goals
for improving health care in the state.

this total, $150,000 is contractual services, as a
part of the program staff component, in the areas of Health Education,
Quality Assurance and Hypertension. Support is requested for 16 new
proposals ($484,419). In announcing opportunities to compete for
funds for the 10-month period, 9/1/74-6/30/75, the region limited the
proposers requests to pilot programs in the areas of Health Education,
Quality Assurance and Hypertension. Of the 16 new approved proposals,
10 are in Health Education, 3 in Quality Assurance and 3 in Hypertension.

Although the region has already had input on the original proposals

from the Health Planning Agencies, the CHP review and comment on the
proposals as finally approved by the Review/Monitoring Committee were not
received in time to be included in this application. The CHP review and
comment will be forwarded, hopefully, in time for review by the Review
Committee.

The May 1 application included a request of $1,382,243 for the support

of program staff and staff components ($483,687) and 11 projects
($898,556). The NAC approved the application in the amount of $1,062,237.
The funding level was set at $1,009,503. In addition, $66,050 was
approved for the pilot arthritis center project.

Application: The Oklahoma application requests $460,735 for the

support of 3 "new" discrete projects. Two of them requesting total
support of $111,135, relate to two primary program objectives: 1)ehhancing
rural hospital management and improving quality; 2) organization of a 5th
Regional Health Development Area Program, for Oklahoma City Metropolitan
area facilities, thus achieving Statewide coverage of voluntary cooperation
among regional health prdviders, focusing on manpower resources develop-
ment, sharing services, containing costs and improving availability of
services. The third proposal, sponsored by the Oklahoma Health Planning
Commission is broad and comprehensive fnrscope, not too well conceived,
systems oriented and far too ambitious. Some elements are routine and
others too comprehensive for achievement in the short time frame. The
areas which build on ORMP program objectives and the RHDAP organizations,
appear to have the greatest potential. Project should be reduced in
scope, and emphasize areas which can have the most impact on the State's
health care activities.
