PORGRAM WHICH WAS INITIATED LAST FISCAL YEAR BY THE DIVISION OF REGIONAL
MEDICAL PROCRAMS, A PART OF THE HEALTH RESQURCES ADMINISTRATION, DHEW,
UNDER THE PROGRAM, A TOTAL OF 60 ARTHRIfIS PROJECTS AFFECTING-PATIENTS IN
36 STATES ARE BEING SUPPORTED BY 29 RMP'S FOR ONE YEAR IN THE TOTAL OF

NEARLY $4.5 MILLION.

THIS NEW PROGRAM HAS BEEN DESIGNED ON A DEMONSTRATION BASIS TO IMPROVE THE
SCOPE AND QUALITY Of SERVICES DELIVERED TO PATIENTS WITH ARTHRITIS, 1IT I8
PROVIDING EARLIER IDENTIFICATION OF THOSE WHO REQUIRE TREATMENT FOR ARTHRITIS
DISEASES. IT IS ADVANCING EDUCATION FOR THOSE WHO EITHER -PROVIDE OR RECEIVE
TREATMENT, OR WHO ARE AFFECTED SECONDARILY BY THE ARTHRITIC PATIENT. ALTHOUGH
FUNDED BY FEDERAL GOVERNMENT, THE PROGRAM HAS SOUGHT, AND RECEIVED GENEROUS
COOPERATION AND SUPPORT OF CONCERNED PROFESSIONAL ORGANIZATIONS, INCLUDING THE

NATIONAL ARTHRITIS FOUNDATION AND_THE‘AMERICAN ACADEMY OF ORTHOPEDIC
SURGEONS, WHO ARE CO-SPONSORS OF THIS CONFERENCE,

THE NATIONAL STEERING COMMITTEE OF THE REGIONAL MEDICAI, PROGRAMS,
THE INDIVIDUAL REGIONAﬁ MEDICAL PROGRAMS, AND

KEY INDIVIDUALS IN THE FIELD OF ARTHRITIS,

AN INVITATION TO PARTICIPATE IN THE INITIAL AND CONTINUING DEVELOPMENT OF THIS

WITH THE PASSAGE OF THE NATIONAL HEALTH PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT ACT OF'1974,
THE FUTURE OF THE NAEIONAL REGIOEAL MEDICAL PROGRAM HAS BEEN CLEARLY DETERMINED,
AND YbU MAY NO LONGER LOOK TO THIS PROGRAM FOR CERTAINTY OF.CONTINUED SUPPORT.
THUS, THE PRIME TASK OF THIS CONFERENCE IS TO BEGIN TO GENERATE, RAPIDLY, THE
FORCES REQUIRED TO THRUST EHE ARTEEITIS PROGRAM INTO THE NATIONAL VIEW THROUGH
DEMONSTRATED ACCOMPLISHMENTS. YOU ARE THE VANGUARD WHICH CAN ACCELERATE THE
NECESSARY IMPROVEMENTS IN THE MANAGEMENT OF THE HERETOFORE, LARGELY IGNORED
