The USAID and the U.S. Department
of Agriculture, drawing on experts from
other U.S. agencies, will provide
training and technical assistance to
improve food safety and animal health
through the U.S.-Central America Free
Trade Agreement (US-CAFTA) process.
The USAID will provide assistance to
the private sector for compliance with
U.S. food safety and animal health
regulations through the U.S.-CAFTA
process.

Through the Central American Trade
Readiness Technical Assistance Project,
Canada has conducted one regional
seminar for five Central American
countries on the Canadian Food
Inspection Agency (CFIA) model.
