General Hydrologic Information 

 

August 2008 will be most remembered as a very dry month with near normal 

temperatures.  August precipitation totals at Grand Rapids, Lansing, and Muskegon, 

Michigan were 1.05, 0.75, and 1.11 inches, respectively. Precipitation totals for the month 

at these three sites were 2.73 inches below normal at Grand Rapids, 2.71 inches below 

normal at Lansing, and 2.66 inches below normal at Muskegon, Michigan. Yearly 

precipitation totals were 4.21 inches above normal for Grand Rapids, 0.83 of an inch 

below normal for Lansing, and 5.25 inches above normal for Muskegon, Michigan. 

 

Temperatures for the month of August were near normal at Grand Rapids, Lansing, and 

Muskegon, with average monthly departures of +1.2, +0.6 and +0.2 degrees Fahrenheit, 

respectively.
